Operating safety

A WARNING Risk of accident due to mal-
functions or system failures

To avoid malfunctions or system failures:

» Always have the prescribed service and
maintenance work as well any required
repairs carried out at a qualified spe-
cialist workshop.

A  WARNING Risk of accident or injury due
to incorrect modifications on electronic
component parts

General notes

An authorized Mercedes-Benz Center is a quali-
fied specialist workshop. It has the necessary
special skills, tools and qualifications to cor-

rectly carry out the work required on your vehi-
cle. This particularly applies to safety-relevant
works.

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Breaking-in notes

To preserve the engine during the first

1,000 miles (1,500 km):

o drive at varying road speeds and engine
speeds.

o do not drive faster than 85 mph (140 km/h).

« allow the engine to reach a maximum engine
speed of 4,500 rpm (4,500 rpm) only briefly.

« drive the vehicle in drive program [ ].

o change gear before the tachometer needle is
%3 of the way to the red area of the tachome-
ter.

¢ do not shift down a gear manually in order to
brake.

« avoid overstraining the vehicle, e.g. driving at
full throttle.

« do not depress the accelerator pedal past
the pressure point (kickdown).

« only increase the engine speed gradually and

accelerate the vehicle to full speed after
1,000 miles (1,500 km).

This also applies when the engine or parts of the
drivetrain have been replaced.

Please also observe the following breaking-in
notes:

o In certain driving and driving safety systems,
the sensors adjust automatically while a cer-
tain distance is being driven after the vehicle
has been delivered or after repairs. Full sys-
tem effectiveness is not reached until the
end of this teach-in process.

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Operation of the ECO start/stop function

The engine is automatically switched off if the
following conditions are met:

« if all vehicle conditions for an automatic
engine stop are met.

o you brake the vehicle to a standstill in trans-
mission position [D] or [N].

e you depress the brake pedal when driving at
speeds below 15 mph (20 km/h).

The engine is restarted automatically if:

e you release the brake pedal in transmission
position [D] when the HOLD function is not
active.

Automatic transmission

Manual gearshifting

» To activate/deactivate: pull rocker switch

If indicator lamp @ is lit, manual gearshift-
ing is activated. The current gear is displayed
in the multifunction display.

If ESP® is malfunctioning, ESP® cannot carry
out vehicle stabilization. In addition, other
driving safety systems are switched off.

> Have ESP® checked at a qualified spe-
cialist workshop.

You can select between the following modes of

e ESP® SPORT

e ESP® OFF

Characteristics when ESP?® is activated

ESP® monitors and improves driving stability and
traction, particularly in the following situations:

¢ When pulling away on a wet or slippery road.
o When braking.

« Vehicles with trailer hitch: in trailer opera-
tion from speeds of 40 mph (65 km/h), if the
vehicle/trailer combination begins to sway
from side to side.

¢ In strong side winds when you are driving
faster than 47 mph (75 km/h).

ESP® can stabilize the vehicle by intervening in
the following ways:
o One or more wheels are braked.

¢ The engine output is adapted according to
the situation.
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ESP® is activated every time the engine is star-
ted regardless of whether ESP® was in ESP®
SPORT or deactivated before the engine was
switched off.

If the ESP® warning lamp flashes in the
instrument cluster, one or several vehicle wheels
has reached its grip limit:

o Adapt the driving style to suit the prevailing
road and weather conditions.

Select ESP® SPORT when the vehicle's own

oversteering and understeering characteristics

are desired, e.g. on designated roads.

Driving with ESP® SPORT or with ESP® deactiva-

ted requires an extremely qualified and experi-

enced driver.

If ESP® SPORT is activated and one or more

wheels start to spin, the ESP® warning

lamp on the instrument cluster flashes. ESP®

then only stabilizes the vehicle to a limited

degree.

o The drive wheels could spin.

¢ Vehicles with trailer hitch: stabilization of
the vehicle/trailer combination is no longer
active.

o Crosswind Assist is no longer active.

(0 Even when ESP® is deactivated, you are still
assisted by ESP® when braking hard.

It may be best to activate ESP® SPORT or deacti-

vate ESP® in the following situations:

o When using snow chains.

¢ In deep snow.

e Onsand or gravel.

(D Spinning the wheels results in a cutting
action, which enhances traction.

AMG active adaptive sport suspension sys-
tem

Function of the AMG ACTIVE adaptive sport
suspension system

The AMG ACTIVE adaptive sport suspension sys-
tem is an air suspension system with variable
damping for improved driving characteristics.
The all-round level control system ensures the
best possible suspension and constant ground
clearance, even with a laden vehicle. When driv-
ing at speed, the vehicle is lowered automati-
cally to improve driving safety and to reduce fuel

consumption. You also have the option of man-
ually adjusting the vehicle level.

The damping is set individually for each wheel
and is affected by the following factors:

o Driving style, e.g. sporty

» Road condition, e.g. bumps

o The individual selection of Sport, Sport + or
COMFORT
