Operating conditions:

» Make sure that the tire pressure is cor-
rect.

» Do not carry any unnecessary weight
(e.g. roof luggage racks once you no
longer need them).

» Adhere to the service intervals.

A regularly serviced vehicle will contrib-
ute to environmental protection.

» Always have service work carried out at
a qualified specialist workshop.

Personal driving style:

» Do not depress the accelerator pedal
when starting the engine.

» Do not warm up the engine while the
vehicle is stationary.

» Drive carefully and maintain a suitable
distance from the vehicle in front.

» Avoid frequent, sudden acceleration
and braking.

p» Change gear in good time and use each
gear only up to %3 of its maximum
engine speed.

» Switch off the engine in stationary traf-
fic.

» Keep an eye on the vehicle's fuel con-
sumption.

Operating safety

A  WARNING Risk of accident due to mal-
functions or system failures

If you do not have the prescribed service/
maintenance work or any required repairs
carried out, this could result in malfunctions
or system failures.

» Always have the prescribed service/
maintenance work as well any required
repairs carried out at a qualified spe-
cialist workshop.

A WARNING Risk of accident or injury due
to incorrect modifications on electronic
component parts

« The vehicle becomes grounded, e.g. on a
high curb or an unpaved road.

o The vehicle is driven too fast over an
obstacle, e.g. a curb, speed bump or pot-
hole.

o A heavy object strikes the underbody or
parts of the chassis.

In situations such as this, the body, the
underbody, chassis parts, wheels or tires
could be damaged without the damage being
visible. Components damaged in this way
can unexpectedly fail or, in the case of an
accident, no longer withstand the strain they
are designed to.

If the underbody paneling is damaged, flam-
mable materials such as leaves, grass or
twigs can gather between the underbody and
the underbody paneling. If these materials
come into contact with hot parts on the
exhaust system, they may catch fire.

» Have the vehicle checked and repaired
immediately at a qualified specialist
workshop.

Diagnostics connection

Vehicle data storage

Data acquisition
A wide range of electronic components in your
vehicle contain data memories.

These data memories temporarily or perma-
nently store technical information about:

¢ The vehicle's operating state

o Events

« Malfunctions

In general, the technical information documents
the state of a component part, a module, a sys-
tem or the surroundings.

These include, for example:

o Operating conditions of system components.
For example, fluid levels.

¢ The vehicle's status messages and those of
its individual components. For example, the
number of wheel revolutions/speed, deceler-
ation, lateral acceleration, accelerator pedal
position.
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¢ Malfunctions and defects in important sys-
tem components. For example, lights,
brakes.

« Vehicle reactions and operating conditions in
special driving situations. For example, air
bag deployment, intervention of stability con-
trol systems.

« Ambient conditions. For example, outside
temperature.

This data is of an exclusively technical nature

and can be used to:

o Assist in detecting and rectifying malfunc-
tions and defects.

« Analyze vehicle functions, e.g. after an acci-
dent.

« Optimize vehicle functions.
The data cannot be used to trace the vehicle's
movements.

When your vehicle is serviced, technical informa-
tion can be read from the event data memory
and malfunction data memory.

Services include, for example:

o Repair services

o Service processes

o Warranty cases

The vehicle is read out by employees of the
service network (including the manufacturer)

using special diagnostic devices. You can obtain
more information there, if required.

After a malfunction has been rectified, the infor-
mation is deleted from the malfunction memory
or is continually overwritten.

When operating the vehicle, situations are con-
ceivable in which this technical data, in connec-
tion with other information (if necessary, after
consultation with an authorized expert), could be
traced to a person.

Examples include:

o Accident reports

o Damage to the vehicle
o Witness statements

Further additional functions that have been con-
tractually agreed upon with the customer allow

certain vehicle data to be conveyed by the vehi-
cle as well. The additional functions include, for
example, vehicle location in case of an emer-
gency.

COMAND/mbrace

If the vehicle is equipped with COMAND or
mbrace, additional data about the vehicle's oper-
ation, the use of the vehicle in certain situations,
and the location of the vehicle may be compiled
through COMAND or the mbrace system.

Additional information can be found in the multi-
media system section and/or the mbrace Terms
and Conditions.

Event data recorders

This vehicle is equipped with an event data
recorder (EDR). The main purpose of an EDR is
to record, in certain crash or near crash-like sit-
uations, such as an air bag deployment or hitting
a road obstacle, data which will assist in under-
standing how a vehicle's systems performed.
The EDR is designed to record data related to
vehicle dynamics and safety systems for a short
period of time, typically 30 seconds or less.
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The EDR in this vehicle is designed to record
such data as:

o How various systems in your vehicle were
operating;

o Whether or not the driver and passenger
safety belts were buckled/fastened;

o How far (if at all) the driver was depressing
the accelerator and/or brake pedal; and,

o How fast the vehicle was traveling.

This data can help provide a better understand-
ing of the circumstances in which accidents and
injuries occur. NOTE: EDR data is recorded by
your vehicle only if a non-trivial crash situation
occurs; no data is recorded by the EDR under
normal driving conditions and no personal data
(e.g. name, gender, age and accident location) is
recorded. However, other parties, such as law
enforcement, could combine EDR data with the
type of personally identifying data routinely
acquired during a crash investigation.

Access to the vehicle and/or the EDR is needed
to read data that is recorded by the EDR, and

special equipment is required. In addition to the
vehicle manufacturer, other parties that have the

special equipment, such as law enforcement,
can read the information by accessing the vehi-
cle or the EDR.

EDR data may be used in civil and criminal mat-
ters as a tool in accident reconstruction, acci-
dent claims and vehicle safety. Since the Crash
Data Retrieval (CDR) tool that is used to extract
data from the EDR is commercially available,
Mercedes-Benz USA, LLC ("MBUSA") expressly
disclaims any and all liability arising from the
extraction of this information by unauthorized
Mercedes-Benz personnel.

MBUSA will not share EDR data with others with-
out the consent of the vehicle owner or, if the
vehicle is leased, without the consent of the les-
see. Exceptions to this representation include
responses to subpoenas by law enforcement; by
federal, state or local government; in connection
with or arising out of litigation involving MBUSA
or its subsidiaries and affiliates; or, as required
by law.

Warning: the EDR is a component of the
Restraint System Module. Tampering with, alter-
ing, modifying or removing the EDR component

may result in a malfunction of the Restraint Sys-
tem Module and other systems.

State laws or regulations regarding EDRs that
conflict with federal regulation are pre-empted.
This means that in the event of such conflict, the
federal regulation governs. As of February 2013,
13 states have enacted laws relating to EDRs.

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Restraint system

Protection by the restraint system

The restraint system includes the following:
o Seat belt system

o Air bags

o Child restraint system

o Child seat securing system

In the event of an accident, the restraint system

can:

o Reduce the risk of vehicle occupants coming
into contact with parts of the vehicle interior.

¢ Reduce the forces to which the vehicle occu-
pants are subjected.

A seat belt can only provide the best level of pro-
tection if it is worn correctly. Depending on the
detected accident situation, Emergency Tension-
ing Devices and/or air bags supplement the pro-
tection offered by a correctly worn seat belt.
Emergency Tensioning Devices and/or air bags
are not deployed in every accident.

In order for the restraint system to provide pro-
tection, each vehicle occupant must:

o Have their seat belt fastened correctly.

o Sitin an almost upright seat position with
their back against the seat backrest.

« Sit with their feet resting on the floor, if pos-
sible.

o Always be secured in an additional restraint
system suitable for Mercedes-Benz vehicles
if they are under 5 ft (1.50 m) tall.

However, no system available today can com-
pletely eliminate injuries and fatalities in every
accident situation. In particular, the seat belt
and air bag generally do not protect against
objects penetrating the vehicle from the outside.
It is also not possible to completely rule out the
risk of injury caused by the air bag deploying.

Reduced restraint system protection

A WARNING Risk of injury or death from
modifications to the restraint system

The restraint system can no longer function
correctly after alterations have been made.

The restraint system may then not protect
the vehicle occupants as intended by failing
in an accident or triggering unexpectedly, for
example

» Never alter the parts of the restraint
system.

» Never tamper with the wiring or any
electronic component parts or their
software.

« If it is necessary to modify the vehicle to
accommodate a person with disabilities, con-
tact an authorized Mercedes-Benz Center for
details.

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Restraint system functionality

When the ignition is switched on, a system self-
test is performed, during which the
restraint system warning lamp lights up. It goes
out no later than a few seconds after the vehicle
is started. The components of the restraint sys-
tem are then functional.

Restraint system malfunction

o The restraint system warning lamp
does not light up when the ignition is
switched on.

o The restraint system warning lamp
lights up continuously or repeatedly during a
journey.

A WARNING Risk of injury or fatal injury
due to a malfunction in the restraint sys-
tem

If the restraint system is malfunctioning,
restraint system components may be trig-
gered unintentionally or might not be trig-
gered at all in the event of an accident. This

may affect the Emergency Tensioning Device
or airbag, for example.
» Have the restraint system checked and

repaired immediately at a qualified spe-
cialist workshop.

Function of the restraint system in an acci-
dent

How the restraint system works is determined by
the severity of the impact detected and the type
of accident anticipated:

o Frontal impact

e Rear impact

o Side impact

e Rollover

The activation thresholds for the components of
the restraint system are determined based on
the evaluation of the sensor values measured at
various points in the vehicle. This process is pre-
emptive in nature. The triggering/deployment of
the components of the restraint system should

take place in good time at the start of the colli-
sion.

Factors which can only be seen and measured
after a collision has occurred cannot play a deci-
sive role in airbag deployment, nor do they pro-
vide an indication of airbag deployment.

The vehicle may be deformed significantly with-
out an airbag being deployed. This is the case if
only parts which are relatively easily deformed
are affected and the rate of vehicle deceleration
is not high. Conversely, an airbag may be
deployed even though the vehicle suffers only
minor deformation. If very rigid vehicle parts
such as longitudinal members are hit, for exam-
ple, the vehicle deceleration may be high enough
for this to happen.
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The components of the restraint system can
be activated or deployed independently of
each other:

Frontal impact, rear
impact, side impact,
rollover

Driver's airbag, front
passenger airbag

Frontal impact

The front passenger airbag can only be deployed
in an accident if the PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF
indicator lamp is off. If the front passenger seat
is occupied, make sure, both before and during
the journey, that the status of the front
passenger airbag is correct (— page 41).

A  WARNING Risk of burns from hot air bag
components

The air bag parts are hot after an air bag has
been deployed.

» Do not touch the air bag parts.

» Have a deployed air bag replaced at a
qualified specialist workshop as soon
as possible.

Mercedes-Benz recommends that you have the

vehicle towed to a qualified specialist workshop

after an accident. Take this into account, partic-

ularly if an Emergency Tensioning Device is trig-

gered or an airbag is deployed.

If the Emergency Tensioning Devices are trig-

gered or an airbag is deployed, you will hear a

bang, and a small amount of powder may also be

released:

o The bang will not generally affect your hear-
ing.

o In general, the powder released is not haz-
ardous to health but may cause short-term

breathing difficulties to persons suffering
from asthma or other pulmonary conditions.

Provided it is safe to do so, leave the vehicle
immediately or open the window in order to
prevent breathing difficulties.

Airbags and pyrotechnic Emergency Tensioning
Devices contain perchlorate material, which may
require special handling or environmental pro-
tection measures. National guidelines regarding
waste disposal must be observed. In California,
see http://www.dtsc.ca.gov/HazardousWaste /
Perchlorate /index.cfm.

Seat belts

Protection provided by the seat belt

Always fasten your seat belt correctly before
starting a journey. A seat belt can only provide
the best level of protection if it is worn correctly.
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A WARNING Risk of injury or death due to
incorrectly fastened seat belt

If the seat belt is not worn correctly, it can-
not perform its intended protective function.

In addition, an incorrectly fastened seat belt
can also cause injuries, for example, in the
event of an accident or when braking or
changing direction suddenly.

» Always ensure that all vehicle occu-
pants have their seat belts fastened
correctly and are sitting properly.

e The seat belt must:

- Not be twisted and must fit tightly and
snugly across your body.

- Be routed across the center of your
shoulder and as low down across your
hips as possible.

« The shoulder section of the seat belt should
not touch your neck nor be routed under
your arm or behind your back.

o Avoid wearing bulky clothing, e.g. a winter
coat.

o Push the lap belt down as far as possible
across your hips and pull tight with the shoul-
der section of the belt. Never route the lap
belt across your abdomen.

¢ Never route the seat belt across sharp, poin-
ted, abrasive or fragile objects.

¢ Only one person should use each seat belt at
any one time. Never allow babies and chil-
dren to travel sitting on the lap of another
vehicle occupant.

¢ Never secure objects with a seat belt if the
seat belt is also being used by one of the
vehicle's occupants. Always observe the
instructions for loading the vehicle when
securing objects, luggage or loads
(— page 94).

The seat belts on the following seats are equip-
ped with a child seat safety feature:

o Front-passenger seat

o Rear seats

Activate or deactivate the child seat safety fea-
ture of the seat belt (— page 47).

If children are traveling in the vehicle, be sure to
observe the instructions and safety notes on
"Children in the vehicle" (— page 45).

Reduced protection

A WARNING Risk of injury or death due to

incorrect seat position

The seat belt does not offer the intended
level of protection if you have not moved the
seat backrest to an almost vertical position.

When braking or in the event of an accident,

you could slide underneath the seat belt and

sustain abdominal or neck injuries, for exam-
ple.

» Adjust the seat properly before begin-
ning your journey.

» Always ensure that the seat backrest is
in an almost vertical position and that
the shoulder section of your seat belt is
routed across the center of your shoul-
der.
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A WARNING Risk of injury or death due to
an extended seat belt extender while the
vehicle is in motion

If the seat belt extender is extended while
the vehicle is in motion, the seat belt will not
fit correctly to the body.

The seat belt may not then provide the
proper protection.

» Always ensure that the seat belt
extender is retracted while the vehicle
is in motion.

If the seat belt extender does not retract auto-
matically, it can be retracted manually. To do so,
press the seat belt extender back as far as it will
go before starting the vehicle. Pressing the seat
belt extender back into place requires force.

A WARNING Risk of injury or death when
additional restraint systems are not used
for persons with a smaller build

Persons under 5 ft (1.50 m ) tall cannot wear
the seat belt correctly without a suitable
additional restraint system.

If the seat belt is not worn correctly, it can-
not perform its intended protective function.
In addition, an incorrectly fastened seat belt
can also cause injuries, for example, in the
event of an accident or when braking or
changing direction suddenly.

» Always secure persons under 5 ft
(1.50 m) tall in a suitable restraint sys-
tem.

A WARNING Danger of injury or death
from blocked seat belt buckles

If seat belt buckles are blocked and cannot
be moved downwards, the function of the
Emergency Tensioning Devices is impaired.

The Emergency Tensioning Devices can no
longer function as intended and the seat
belts can no longer provide the intended pro-
tection.

> Always ensure that the seat belt buck-
les are not blocked.

A WARNING Risk of injury or death due to
damaged or modified seat belts

Seat belts cannot provide protection in the
following situations:

o If the seat belts are damaged, modified,
extremely dirty, bleached or dyed

« If the seat belt buckle is damaged or
extremely dirty

« If the Emergency Tensioning Devices,
seat belt anchorages or seat belt retrac-
tors have been modified

Seat belts may be damaged in an accident,
although the damage may not be visible, e.g.
due to splinters of glass.

Modified or damaged seat belts may tear or
fail, e.g. in an accident.

Modified Emergency Tensioning Devices can
accidentally trigger or fail to function as
intended.

» Never modify the seat belts, Emergency

Tensioning Devices, seat belt ancho-
rages or seat belt retractors.
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» Make sure that the seat belts are
undamaged, not worn and clean.

» Always have the seat belts checked
immediately after an accident at a
qualified specialist workshop.

Only use seat belts that have been approved for
your vehicle by Mercedes-Benz.

A WARNING Risk of injury or death from
deployed pyrotechnic Emergency Ten-
sioning Devices

Pyrotechnic Emergency Tensioning Devices
that have been deployed are no longer opera-
tional and are unable to perform their inten-
ded protective function.

» Therefore, have deployed pyrotechnic
Emergency Tensioning Devices immedi-
ately replaced at a qualified specialist
workshop.

Mercedes-Benz recommends that you have the
vehicle towed to a qualified specialist workshop
after an accident.

Fastening seat belts

If the seat belt is pulled quickly or sharply, the
seat belt retractor locks. The seat belt strap can-
not be pulled out any further.

» Always engage seat belt tongue @ of the
seat belt into seat belt buckle @ of the cor-
responding seat.

Vehicles with PRE-SAFE®: If the front seat belt
is not pulled tight across your body, the seat belt
adjustment may automatically apply a certain

tightening force. Do not hold the seat belt tightly
while it is adjusting. You can activate and deacti-

vate the seat belt adjustment function using the
multimedia system.

Seat belt warning for the driver and front
passenger

The [ & ] seat belt warning lamp in the Instru-
ment Display is a reminder that all vehicle occu-
pants must wear their seat belts correctly.

The seat belt warning lamp lights up for six
seconds after every engine start.

In addition, an acoustic warning tone may sound.

When the driver's and front passenger doors are
closed and the driver and front passenger have
fastened their seat belts, the seat belt warning
goes out.

During a journey, the seat belt warning lights up
if:
o The vehicle speed exceeds 15 mph

(25 km/h) and the driver's or front
passenger seat belt is not fastened.

o The driver or front passenger unfastens their
seat belt while the vehicle is in motion.

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indicator lamp is off. If the front passenger seat
is occupied, make sure, both before and during
the journey, that the status of the front
passenger airbag is correct (— page 41).

Il NOTE Important points to remember if
the front passenger seat is unoccupied

In an accident, the components of the
restraint system may deploy unnecessarily
on the front passenger side if:

o There are heavy objects on the front
passenger seat.

o The seat belt tongue is engaged in the
seat belt buckle of the front passenger
seat and the front passenger seat is
unoccupied.

» Stow objects in a suitable place.

» Only one person should use each seat
belt at any one time.

Protection potential of air bags

Depending on the accident situation, an air bag
is able to increase the protection offered by a
correctly fastened seat belt.

A WARNING Risk of injury or death due to
incorrect seat position

If you deviate from the correct seat position,
the air bag cannot perform its intended pro-
tective function and deployment may even
cause further injuries.

To avoid hazardous situations, always make

sure that all vehicle occupants:

o Have their seat belt fastened correctly,
including pregnant women.

o Are seated properly and that distance to
the air bags is as large as possible.

¢ Observe the following information.
» Always make sure that there are no

objects between the air bag and the
vehicle occupant.

To avoid risks resulting from the deployment of
the air bag:

Before starting your journey, adjust your seat
correctly; the driver's seat and front
passenger seat should be moved as far back
as possible.

When doing so, always observe the informa-
tion on the correct driver's seat position

(— page 80).

Only hold the steering wheel by the steering
wheel rim. This allows the air bag to be
deployed without restriction.

Always lean against the seat backrest when
the vehicle is in motion. Do not lean forwards
or against the door or side window. Other-
wise you will be in the deployment area of
the air bags.

Always keep your feet on the floor. Do not
put your feet on the cockpit, for example.
Otherwise, your feet will be in the deploy-
ment area of the air bag.

If children are traveling in the vehicle,
observe the additional notes (— page 45).

Always stow and secure objects correctly.
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Objects in the vehicle interior may restrict cor-
rect functioning of an air bag. Therefore always
ensure that:

e There are no other persons, animals or
objects between the vehicle occupants and
an air bag.

o There are no objects between the seat, door
and door pillar (B-pillar).

o There are no hard objects, e.g. coat hangers,
hanging on the grab handles or coat hooks.

o Do not fix any accessory parts, such as cup
holders, inside the deployment area of an air

bag, e.g. on doors, side windows or side pan-

eling.
e There are no heavy, sharp-edged or fragile

objects in the pockets of your clothing. Store
such objects in a suitable place.

Reduced air bag protection

A WARNING Risk of injury from modifica-
tions to the airbag cover

If you modify an airbag cover or affix objects
such as stickers to it, the airbag can no lon-
ger function correctly.

» Never modify an airbag cover and do
not affix objects to it.

The installation location of an air bag can be
identified by the designation AIRBAG .

A WARNING Risk of injury or death due to
the use of unsuitable seat covers

Unsuitable seat covers can obstruct or pre-
vent the deployment of air bags integrated
into the seats.

Consequently, the air bags cannot protect
vehicle occupants as they are designed to
do. In addition, operation of the automatic
front passenger air bag shutoff may be
restricted.

» You should only use seat covers that
have been approved for the correspond-
ing seats by Mercedes-Benz.

A WARNING Risk of injury due to malfunc-
tions of the sensors in the door paneling

Sensors to control the airbags are located in
the doors. Modifications or work not per-
formed correctly to the doors or door panel-
ing, as well as damaged doors, can lead to
the function of the sensors being impaired.
The airbags might therefore not function
properly any more.

Consequently, the airbags cannot protect

vehicle occupants as they are designed to

do.

» Never modify the doors or parts of the
doors.

» Always have work on the doors or door
paneling carried out at a qualified spe-
cialist workshop.

A WARNING Risk of injury due to deployed
airbag

A deployed airbag no longer has a protective
function and cannot protect as intended in
the event of an accident.

» Have the vehicle towed to a qualified
specialist workshop in order to have the
deployed airbag replaced.

Have deployed air bags replaced immediately.

Status of the front passenger airbag

Points to remember when the front
passenger seat is occupied

The automatic front passenger air bag shutoff is

able to detect whether the front passenger seat
is occupied by a person or a child restraint sys-
tem. The front passenger air bag and front

passenger knee air bag are then correspondingly

either enabled or disabled.

When installing a child restraint system on the
front passenger seat:

Ensure that the child restraint system is posi-
tioned correctly (— page 45).

Always observe the child restraint system
manufacturer's installation instructions.

Never place objects under or behind the
child restraint system, e.g. cushions.

Fully retract the seat cushion length adjust-
ment.

The entire base of the child restraint system
must always rest on the seat cushion of the
front passenger seat.

The backrest of the forward-facing child
restraint system must, as far as possible, be
resting on the seat backrest of the front
passenger seat.

The child restraint system must not touch the
roof or be put under strain by the head
restraints. Adjust the seat backrest inclina-
tion and the head restraint setting accord-

ingly.

A WARNING Risk of injury or death due to
objects between the sitting surface and
the child restraint system

Objects between the sitting surface and the
child restraint system could affect the func-
tion of the automatic front passenger airbag
shutoff.

This could result in the front passenger air-
bag not functioning as intended during an
accident.

» Do not place any objects between the
sitting surface and the child restraint
system.

» The entire base of the child restraint
system must always rest on the sitting
surface of the front passenger seat.

» The backrest of the forward-facing child
restraint system must lie as flat as pos-
sible against the backrest of the front
passenger seat.

» Always comply with the child restraint

system manufacturer's installation
instructions.
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A person in the front passenger seat must:
o Have their seat belt fastened correctly.

« Sitin an almost upright seat position with
their back against the seat backrest.

« Sit with their feet resting on the floor, if pos-
sible.

Otherwise, the front passenger air bag may be
deactivated by mistake, for example, because
the front passenger:

o Transfers their weight by supporting them-
selves on a vehicle armrest.

« Sits in such a way that their weight is raised
from the sitting surface.

A WARNING Risk of injury or death due to
deactivated front passenger airbag

If the PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF indicator
lamp is lit, the front passenger airbag is disa-
bled. It will not be deployed in the event of
an accident and cannot perform its intended
protective function.

A person in the front passenger seat could
then, for example, come into contact with
the vehicle interior, especially if the person is
sitting too close to the cockpit.

If the front passenger seat is occupied,
always ensure that:

o The classification of the person in the
front passenger seat is correct and the
front passenger airbag is enabled or disa-
bled in accordance with the person in the
front passenger seat.

o The front passenger seat has been moved
as far back as possible.

o The person is seated correctly.

» Ensure, both before and during the jour-

ney, that the status of the front
passenger airbag is correct.

PASSENGER AIR BAG indicator lamp

When the ignition is switched on, a system self-
test is performed during which the two
PASSENGER AIR BAG ON and OFF indicator
lamps light up simultaneously.
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The status of the front passenger airbag is then

displayed:

o PASSENGER AIR BAG ON lights up for
60 seconds, subsequently both indicator
lamps are off (PASSENGER AIR BAG ON and
OFF): the front passenger airbag is able to
deploy in the event of an accident.

o PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF lights up continu-
ously: the front passenger airbag is disabled.
It will then not be deployed in the event of an
accident.

If the PASSENGER AIR BAG ON indicator lamp is
off, only the PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF indicator
lamp shows the status of the front passenger
airbag. The PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF indicator
lamp may be lit continuously or be off.

If the PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF indicator lamp
and the restraint system warning lamp
light up simultaneously, the front passenger seat
may not be used. Also in this case, do not install
a child restraint system on the front passenger
seat. Have the automatic front passenger airbag
shutoff checked and repaired immediately at a
qualified specialist workshop.

Status display

If the front passenger seat is occupied, ensure,
both before and during the journey, that the sta-
tus of the front passenger air bag is correct for
the prevailing situation.

After installing a rearward-facing child
restraint system on the front passenger
seat: PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF must be lit con-
tinuously.

A WARNING Risk of injury or death caused
by using a rearward-facing child restraint
system when the front passenger airbag
is enabled

If you secure a child in a rearward-facing
child restraint system on the front passenger
seat and the PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF indi-
cator lamp is off, the front passenger airbag
can deploy in the event of an accident.

The child could be struck by the airbag.

Always make sure that the front passenger
airbag is disabled. The PASSENGER AIR BAG
OFF indicator lamp must be lit.

When installing a child restraint system on the
front passenger seat, observe the vehicle-spe-
cific information .

Depending on the child restraint system and the
stature of the child, the PASSENGER AIR BAG
OFF indicator lamp may be off. In this case, do
not install the rearward-facing child restraint
system on the front passenger seat.

Instead, install the rearward-facing child
restraint system on a suitable rear seat.

After installing a forward-facing child
restraint system on the front passenger
seat: depending on the child restraint system
and the stature of the child, PASSENGER AIR
BAG OFF may be lit continuously or be off.
Always observe the following information.

A WARNING Risk of injury or death due to
incorrect positioning of the forward-
facing child restraint system

If you secure a child in a forward-facing child
restraint system on the front passenger seat
and you position the front passenger seat too
close to the cockpit, in the event of an acci-
dent, the child could:

o Come into contact with the vehicle inte-
rior if the PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF indi-
cator lamp is lit, for example.

o Be struck by the air bag if the
PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF indicator lamp
is off.

» Always move the front passenger seat
as far back as possible and fully retract
the seat cushion length adjustment.

If a person is sitting in the front passenger
seat: PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF may be lit con-
tinuously or be off, depending on the person's
stature. Always observe the following informa-
tion.

If the front passenger seat is occupied by:

e An adult or a person with a build correspond-
ing to that of an adult, the PASSENGER AIR
BAG OFF indicator lamp must be off. This
indicates that the front passenger air bag is
enabled.

If the PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF indicator
lamp is lit continuously, an adult or person
with a build corresponding to that of an adult

should not use the front passenger seat.
Instead, they should use a rear seat.

e A person with a smaller build (e.g. a teenager

or small adult), the PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF
indicator lamp either lights up and remains lit
depending on the result of the classification
or, alternatively, goes out.

- PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF is off: move
the front passenger seat as far back as
possible or a person of smaller stature
should use a rear seat.

If the PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF indicator
lamp is lit continuously: a person of
smaller stature should not use the front
passenger seat.

A  WARNING Risk of injury or death when
the PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF indicator
lamp is lit

If the PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF indicator
lamp remains lit after the system self-test,
the front passenger air bag is deactivated. It
will not be deployed in the event of an acci-
dent. In this case, the front passenger air bag
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cannot perform its intended protective func-
tion, e.g. when a person is seated in the front
passenger seat.

That person could, for example, come into
contact with the vehicle interior, especially if
the person is sitting too close to the cockpit.

If the front passenger seat is occupied,
always ensure that:

« The classification of the person in the
front passenger seat is correct and the
front passenger air bag is enabled or
deactivated in accordance with the per-
son in the front passenger seat.

« The person is seated properly with a cor-
rectly fastened seat belt.

« The front passenger seat has been moved
as far back as possible.

Information on PRE-SAFE® (anticipatory
occupant protection)

PRE-SAFE® is able to detect certain critical driv-
ing situations and implement pre-emptive meas-
ures to protect the vehicle occupants.

PRE-SAFE® can implement the following meas-

ures independently of each other:

» Tightening the seat belts on the driver's seat
and front passenger seat.

o Closing the side windows.

« Vehicles with sliding sunroof: Closing the
sliding sunroof.

« Vehicles with memory function: Adjusting
the front passenger seat to a more favorable
seat position.

« Vehicles with multicontour seat: Increas-
ing the air pressure in the seat side bolsters
of the seat backrest.

o PRE-SAFE® Sound: provided that the multi-
media system is switched on, generates a

brief noise signal to stimulate the innate pro-
tective mechanism of a person's hearing.

Il NOTE Damage caused by objects in the
footwell or behind the seat

The automatic adjustment of the seat posi-
tion may result in damage to the seat and/or
the object.

» Stow objects in a suitable place.

Reversing PRE-SAFE® measures

If an accident did not occur, the pre-emptive
measures that were taken are reversed. You
will need to perform certain settings your-
self.

» If the seat belt pre-tensioning is not reduced,
move the seat backrest back slightly.
The locking mechanism releases.
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Information on PRE-SAFE® PLUS (anticipa-
tory occupant protection plus)

PRE-SAFE® PLUS can detect certain impacts,
particularly an imminent rear impact, and take
pre-emptive measures to protect the vehicle
occupants. These measures cannot necessarily
prevent an imminent impact.

PRE-SAFE® PLUS can implement the following
measures independently of each other:

o Tightening the seat belts on the driver's seat
and front passenger seat.

¢ Increasing brake pressure when the vehicle
is stationary. This brake application is can-
celed automatically when the vehicle pulls
away.

If an accident did not occur, the pre-emptive
measures that were taken are reversed.

Notes on the safe transportation of children

A WARNING Risk of accident and injury
due to children left unattended in the
vehicle

If you leave children unaccompanied in the
vehicle, they may be able to set the vehicle in
motion, for example by:

o Releasing the parking brake.

« Shifting the transmission out of park
position [P].

o Starting the engine.

In addition, they may operate vehicle equip-

ment.

» Never leave children and animals unat-
tended in the vehicle.

» When leaving the vehicle, always take
the SmartKey with you and lock the
vehicle.

A WARNING Risk of fatal injury due to
exposure to extreme heat or cold in the
vehicle

If people - particularly children - are
exposed to extreme heat or cold over an
extended period of time, there is a risk of
injury or even fatal injury.

All child restraint systems must meet the follow-
ing standards:

213 and 225

o Canadian Motor Vehicle Safety Standards
213 and 210.2

You can obtain further information about the
correct child restraint system from any author-
ized Mercedes-Benz Center.

To improve protection for children younger than
12 years old and under 5 ft (1.50 m) in height,
Mercedes-Benz recommends you observe the
following notes:

o Only secure children using a child restraint
system which is suitable and recommended
for Mercedes-Benz vehicles, as well as appro-
priate to the height, age and weight of the
child. Be sure to observe the instructions for
correct use of the child restraint system.

o Always install a child restraint system on a
rear seat if possible.

¢ Only use the following securing systems for
child restraint systems:

- the seat belt system

- the LATCH-type (ISOFIX) mounting
bracket

- the Top Tether anchorages

o The manufacturer's installation instructions
for the child restraint system.

» Always comply with the manufacturer's
installation instructions for the child
restraint system and its correct use.

> Make sure that the entire base of the
child restraint system always rests on
the sitting surface of the seat.

» Never place objects under or behind

the child restraint system, e.g. cush-
ions.
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» Always use child restraint systems with
the original cover designed for them.

» Always replace damaged covers with
genuine covers.

A WARNING Risk of accident caused by
incorrectly installed child restraint sys-
tems

If the child restraint system is not correctly
installed or secured, it could release in the
event of an accident, sudden braking or a
sudden change in direction.

The child restraint system could be flung

around and hit vehicle occupants. This poses

an increased risk of injury or even fatal

injury.

» Always install child restraint systems
correctly, even when not in use.

» Always comply with the child restraint
system manufacturer's installation
instructions.

A WARNING Risk of injury or death caused
by the use of damaged child restraint
systems

Child restraint systems or their retaining sys-
tems that have been subjected to a load in
an accident may then not be able to perform
their intended protective function.

The child cannot be restrained in the event of
an accident, heavy braking or a sudden
change of direction.

» Always replace child restraint systems
immediately that have been damaged or
involved in an accident.

» Have the securing systems for the child
restraint systems checked at a qualified
specialist workshop before installing a
child restraint system again.

A booster seat may be necessary to achieve
proper seat belt positioning for children over

40 Ibs (18 kg) in weight until they reach a height

where a three-point seat belt can be installed
properly without a booster seat.

The following notes must be observed:
o When installing a child restraint system on

the front passenger seat, the information on
installing a child restraint system on the front
passenger seat (— page 52).

Activating/deactivating the child seat safety
feature of the seat belt

A WARNING Risk of injury or death if a
seat belt is unfastened while the vehicle
is in motion

If the seat belt is released while the vehicle is
in motion, the child restraint system is no
longer correctly secured. The child seat
safety feature is deactivated and the seat
belt is drawn in a bit by the inertia reel.
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It is therefore not possible to engage the seat
belt again.

» Pull over and stop the vehicle safely as
soon as possible, paying attention to
road and traffic conditions.

» Activate the child seat safety feature
again and correctly secure the child
restraint system.

When enabled, the child seat safety feature
ensures that the seat belts of the front
passenger seat and rear seats do not slacken
once the child restraint system is secured.

Installing a child restraint system:

» Always comply with the manufacturer's
installation instructions when installing and
removing the child restraint system.

» Pull the seat belt smoothly from the seat belt
outlet.

» Engage the seat belt tongue in the seat belt
buckle.

LATCH-type (ISOFIX) child restraint systems
do not offer sufficient protection for children
weighing more than 65 Ibs (29 kg) together
with the child restraint system, who are
secured using the seat belt integrated in the
child restraint system. For example, the child
may not be restrained correctly in the event
of an accident.

» If the child and the child restraint sys-
tem together weigh more than 65 Ibs
(29 kg), only use LATCH-type (ISOFIX)
child restraint systems with which the
child is secured with the vehicle seat
belt.

» Also secure the child restraint system
with the Top Tether belt, if available.
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When installing a child restraint system, be sure
to observe the manufacturer's installation
instructions and the instructions for correct use
of the child restraint system.

LATCH-type (ISOFIX) is a standardized securing
system for specially designed restraint systems.
LATCH-type (ISOFIX) child restraint systems are
approved in accordance with ECE R44.

Only child restraint systems that have been
approved in accordance with ECE R44 may be
attached to LATCH-type (ISOFIX) mounting
brackets.

strongly advises that you install a child restraint

system on a rear seat.

If it is absolutely necessary to install a child
restraint system on the front passenger seat,
always observe the information on the automatic
front passenger air bag shutoff .

By doing this, you can avoid risks caused by:

¢ A child restraint system that is not detected
by the automatic front passenger air bag
shutoff.

¢ The unintentionally deactivated front
passenger air bag.

« Incorrect positioning of the child restraint
system.

Forward-facing and rearward-facing child

restraint systems on the front passenger

When using a rearward-facing child restraint sys-

tem on the front passenger seat, the front

passenger air bag must always be deactivated.

This is only the case if the PASSENGER AIR BAG

OFF indicator lamp is lit continuously

(— page 41).

When using the child restraint system on the

front passenger seat, it is essential to observe

the following:

« Move the front passenger seat as far back as
possible.

o Set the seat backrest to an almost vertical
position.

o Retract the seat cushion length as far as pos-
sible.

o The entire base of the child restraint system
must always rest on the seat cushion of the
front passenger seat.

o The backrest of the forward-facing child
restraint system must, as far as possible, be
resting on the seat backrest of the front
passenger seat.

A WARNING Risk of entrapment when set-
ting the seat with the memory function

When the memory function adjusts the seat
or steering wheel, you and other vehicle
occupants - particularly children - could
become trapped.

» During the setting procedure of the
memory function, ensure that no body
parts are in the sweep of the seat or
the steering wheel.

» If somebody becomes trapped, immedi-
ately release the memory function posi-
tion button.

The adjustment process is stopped.

A WARNING Risk of entrapment if the
memory function is activated by children

Children could become trapped if they acti-
vate the memory function, particularly when
unattended.

» Never leave children unattended in the
vehicle.

Notes on loading the vehicle

A WARNING Risk of exhaust gas poisoning

Combustion engines emit poisonous exhaust
gases such as carbon monoxide. Exhaust
gases can enter the vehicle interior if the
trunk lid is open when the engine is running,
especially if the vehicle is in motion.

» Always switch off the engine before
opening the trunk lid.

» Never drive with the trunk lid open.

A WARNING Risk of injury from unsecured
items in the vehicle

If objects, luggage or loads are not secured
or not secured sufficiently, they could slip,

tip over or be thrown around and thereby hit
vehicle occupants.

There is a risk of injury, particularly in the
event of sudden braking or a sudden change
in direction.

» Always stow objects in such a way that
they cannot be thrown around.

» Before the journey, secure objects, lug-
gage or loads against slipping or tipping
over.

A WARNING Risk of injury from incorrectly
stowed objects

If objects in the vehicle interior are stowed
incorrectly, they can slide or be thrown
around and hit vehicle occupants. In addi-
tion, cup holders, open stowage spaces and
mobile phone brackets cannot always retain
all objects they contain.

There is a risk of injury, particularly in the
event of sudden braking or a sudden change
in direction.

» Always stow objects so that they can-
not be thrown around in such situa-
tions.

» Always make sure that objects do not
protrude from stowage spaces, luggage
nets or stowage nets.

» Close the lockable stowage spaces
before starting a journey.
» Always stow and secure heavy, hard,

pointed, sharp-edged, fragile or bulky
objects in the trunk.

A WARNING Risk of burns from tailpipes
and tailpipe trim

The tailpipe and tailpipe trim can become
very hot. If you come into contact with these
parts of the vehicle, you could burn yourself.

» Always be particularly careful around
the tailpipe and the tailpipe trim.

» Allow the vehicle parts to cool down
before you touch them.
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The handling characteristics of your vehicle are
dependent on the distribution of the load within
the vehicle. You should bear the following in
mind when loading the vehicle:

o Never exceed the permissible gross mass or
the permissible axle load for the vehicle
(including occupants). The values are speci-
fied on the vehicle identification plate on the
vehicle's B-pillar.

o The load must not protrude above the upper
edge of the seat backrests.

o Always place the load behind unoccupied
seats if possible.

o Secure the load using the tie-down eyes and
distribute the load evenly.

This fuel may contain up to 10 % ethanol.
Your vehicle is suitable for use with E10 fuel.

Do not refuel using:
o Diesel
o E15,E85, E100

« Gasoline containing methanol (M15, M30,
M85, M100)

o Gasoline with additives containing metal

If you accidentally refuel with the wrong fuel:
» Do not switch the ignition on.
» Consult a qualified specialist workshop.

Il NOTE Do not use diesel to refuel vehi-
cles with a gasoline engine.

» Do not switch on the ignition if you
accidentally refuel with the wrong fuel.
Otherwise, fuel can enter the fuel sys-
tem. Even small amounts of the wrong
fuel could result in damage to the fuel
system and the engine.

Automatically applying the electric parking
brake

A WARNING Risk of accident and injury
due to children left unattended in the
vehicle

If you leave children unaccompanied in the

vehicle, they may be able to set the vehicle in

motion, for example by:

¢ Releasing the parking brake.

« Shifting the transmission out of park
position [P].

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Standby mode (extension of the starter bat-
tery's period out of use)

Standby mode function

If standby mode is activated, the vehicle can be
parked for an extended period of time without
losing power.

Standby mode is characterized by the following:

¢ the maximum period out of use is displayed
in the multimedia system display.

« functions such as interior protection or the
tow-away alarm are not available.

« the connection to online services is interrup-
ted.

If the following conditions are fulfilled, standby
mode can be activated or deactivated using the
multimedia system:

Exceeding the vehicle's displayed period out of

Driving and driving safety systems

Driving systems and your responsibility

Your vehicle is equipped with driving systems
which assist you in driving, parking and maneu-
vering the vehicle. The driving systems are aids
and do not relieve you of your responsibility. Pay
attention to the traffic conditions at all times
and intervene when necessary. Be aware of the
limitations regarding the safe use of these sys-
tems.

Function of the radar sensors

Some driving and driving safety systems use
radar sensors to monitor the area in front of,
behind or next to the vehicle (depending on the
vehicle's equipment).

Depending on the vehicle's equipment, the radar
sensors are integrated behind the bumpers
and/or behind the radiator grille. Keep these
parts free of dirt, ice and slush (— page 318).
The sensors must not be covered, for example
by bicycle racks, overhanging loads or radar-
reflecting stickers. Following an impact and in
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the event of associated damage to the bumpers
or radiator grille, which may not be visible, have
the function of the radar sensors checked at a
qualified specialist workshop. The driver assis-
tance system may no longer work properly.

Functions of ABS (anti-lock braking system)

o Vehicle steerability while braking is ensured.

If ABS intervenes when braking, you will feel a
pulsing in the brake pedal. The pulsating brake
pedal can be an indication of hazardous road
conditions and can serve as a reminder to take
extra care while driving.

System limitations

o ABS is active from speeds of approx. 5 mph
(8 km/h).

o ABS may be impaired or may not function if a
malfunction has occurred and the yel-
low ABS warning lamp lights up contin-
uously in the instrument cluster after the
engine is started.

Function of BAS (Brake Assist System)

ABS regulates the brake pressure in critical driv-
ing situations:
o During braking, the wheels are prevented

from blocking, e.g. due to maximum full-stop
braking or insufficient traction of the tires.

A WARNING Risk of an accident caused by
a malfunction in BAS (Brake Assist Sys-
tem)

If BAS is malfunctioning, the braking distance
in an emergency braking situation is
increased.
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» Depress the brake pedal with full force
in emergency braking situations. ABS
prevents the wheels from locking.

BAS supports your emergency braking situation
with additional brake force.

If you depress the brake pedal quickly, BAS is
activated:

o BAS automatically boosts the brake pres-
sure.

» In strong sidewinds when you are driving
faster than 50 mph (80 km/h).

Speed control cruise control

Function of cruise control

Cruise control accelerates and brakes the vehi-
cle automatically in order to maintain a previ-
ously stored speed.

If you accelerate to overtake, for example, the
stored speed is not deleted. If you remove your
foot from the accelerator pedal after overtaking,
cruise control will resume speed regulation back
to the stored speed.

You can operate cruise control with the cruise
control lever.

If you fail to adapt your driving style, cruise con-
trol can neither reduce the risk of an accident
nor override the laws of physics. It cannot take
into account road, weather or traffic conditions.
Cruise control is only an aid. You are responsible

for the distance to the vehicle in front, for vehi-
cle speed, for braking in good time and for stay-
ing in lane.

System limitations

Cruise control may be unable to maintain the
stored speed on uphill gradients. The stored
speed is resumed when the gradient evens out.

Change into a lower gear in good time on long
and steep downhill gradients. Take particular
note of this when driving a laden vehicle. By
doing so, you will make use of the braking effect
of the engine. This relieves the load on the brake
system and prevents the brakes from overheat-
ing and wearing too quickly.
Do not use cruise control in the following situa-
tions:
« In traffic situations which require frequent
changes of speed, e.g. in heavy traffic, on
winding roads

¢ On slippery roads. Accelerating can cause
the drive wheels to lose traction and the
vehicle could then skid

o When visibility is poor
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Operating cruise control

A WARNING Risk of accident due to

If you call up the stored speed and this is
lower than your current speed, the vehicle
decelerates.

If you do not know the stored speed, the
vehicle could decelerate unexpectedly.

Function of Distance Pilot DISTRONIC
Distance Pilot DISTRONIC:

¢ Maintains the set speed and accelerates or
decelerates the vehicle if the distance from
the vehicle in front permits.

¢ Assists you in maintaining the distance from
the vehicle in front and can bring your vehi-
cle to a standstill if necessary.

o Brakes your vehicle with up to 50 % of the
maximum possible braking power. If greater
deceleration performance is required, a vis-
ual and acoustic warning is given and you
must then intervene yourself.

« Vehicles with Driving Assistance Pack-
age, Parking Pilot and COMAND: When
driving in stop-start traffic, the driver is sup-
ported by an extended, automatic restart in
traffic jams.

« Vehicles with Driving Assistance Pack-
age: Responds in urban speed ranges to sta-
tionary vehicles (except bicycles, motorcy-
cles and pedestrians) if conditions are suffi-
cient to enable detection.

If you fail to adapt your driving style, Distance
Pilot DISTRONIC can neither reduce the risk of
an accident nor override the laws of physics.
Distance Pilot DISTRONIC cannot take into
account road, weather or traffic conditions. Dis-
tance Pilot DISTRONIC is only an aid. You are
responsible for the distance to the vehicle in
front, for vehicle speed, for braking in good time
and for staying in lane.

If all activation conditions are met, you can acti-
vate Distance Pilot DISTRONIC during a journey
or while stationary. When Distance Pilot
DISTRONIC is activated, a speed is stored which
the driver can increase or reduce at any time.
The speed can be adjusted between 15 mph

(20 km/h) and 120 mph (200 km/h).

Vehicles with the Driving Assistance Pack-
age: The speed can be adjusted between

15 mph (20 km/h) and 130 mph (210 km/h).
Vehicles with Driving Assistance Package,
Parking Pilot and COMAND: Up to 30 seconds
after stopping, the vehicle automatically follows
the vehicle ahead without the intervention of the
driver. This is only possible if the vehicle is trav-
eling on a freeway or a high-speed major road. If
an obstacle is detected in front of the vehicle
during the driving-off procedure, a takeover
warning is given. Acceleration is reduced, the
driver is given a visual and acoustic warning and
must stop the vehicle before reaching the obsta-
cle or take evasive action.

Vehicles with the Driving Assistance Pack-

age: In conjunction with navigation systems, Dis-
tance Pilot DISTRONIC prevents prohibited over-
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taking on the right at speeds over 50 mph

(80 km/h) in right-hand traffic and overtaking on
the left in left-hand traffic on freeways and high-
speed major roads.

If you activate the turn signal indicator to change
lanes, the vehicle will accelerate more briskly to
the set speed under the following conditions:

« Distance Pilot DISTRONIC is activated.

o The driving speed is higher than 45 mph
(70 km/h).

o The driven speed drops below the stored
speed.

o The traffic situation in the overtaking lane
permits a safe lane change.

Vehicles with Driving Assistance Package
and Traffic Sign Assist: Distance Pilot
DISTRONIC also has the Speed Limit Pilot func-
tion. This function can be configured in the mul-
timedia system. If a change in the speed limit is
detected and Distance Pilot DISTRONIC is activa-
ted, Distance Pilot DISTRONIC assumes this new
speed.

The driven speed is adapted when the vehicle is
level with the traffic signs. The speed limit dis-
play in the Instrument Display is always updated
when the vehicle is level with the traffic sign.

If the Distance Pilot DISTRONIC has been put

into passive mode by pressing the accelerator

pedal, only speed limits which are higher than

the set speed are adopted.

Depending on which drive program
is selected, the driving characteristics can be
geared towards fuel economy, comfort or
dynamic performance (— page 135).

System limits

Vehicles with the Driving Assistance Pack-
age: Distance Pilot DISTRONIC is active in the

0 mph (0 km/h) to 130 mph (210 km/h) speed
range.

The system may be impaired or may not function
in the following situations:

o In snow, rain, fog, heavy spray, if there is
glare, in direct sunlight or in greatly varying
light conditions.

« If the windshield in the area of the camera is
dirty, fogged up, damaged or covered.

« If the radar sensors are dirty or covered.

Do not use Distance Pilot DISTRONIC in the fol-
lowing situations:

« Inroad and traffic conditions which do not
allow you to maintain a constant speed, e.g.
in heavy traffic or on winding roads.

o On slippery roads. Braking or accelerating

A WARNING Risk of accident due to Dis-
tance Pilot DISTRONIC still being activa-
ted when you leave the driver's seat

If you leave the driver's seat while the vehicle
is being braked by Distance Pilot DISTRONIC
only, it can roll away in the following situa-
tions:

If Distance Pilot DISTRONIC is unable to suffi-
ciently decelerate the vehicle in order to prevent
it from approaching the vehicle in front, you will
be warned visually and acoustically. An intermit-
tent warning tone will then sound and the dis-
tance warning lamp will light up in the instru-
ment cluster.

» Take evasive action provided it is safe to do
so.

Steering Pilot

Function of Steering Pilot
Steering Pilot is only available for vehicles
with the Driving Assistance Package.

o Steering Pilot is operational at speeds up to
130 mph (210 km/h) and helps you to stay in
the center of the lane by means of moderate
steering interventions.
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o It uses as a reference the vehicle in front or
the lane markings, depending on the driven
speed.

« Steering Pilot requires you as the driver, to
keep your hands on the steering wheel at all
times so that you are able to intervene at any
time to correct the course of the vehicle and
keep it in lane.

« Steering Pilot can be overridden at any time
by steering the vehicle yourself.

« If the system detects that there are no lane
markings, it uses the vehicle ahead as a ref-
erence up to a speed of 80 mph (130 km/h).

o When the system is actively steering, the
symbol is shown in green in the multi-
function display.

System limitations of Steering Pilot

Steering Pilot has a limited steering torque for
lateral guidance. In some cases, the steering
intervention is not sufficient to keep the vehicle
in the lane.

If detection of lane markings and vehicles ahead
is impaired, Steering Pilot switches to passive
mode. The system provides no support in this

case. During the transition from the active to
passive status, the [ @ | symbol is shown as
enlarged and flashes yellow. Once the system is
passive the symbol is shown as gray in the
multifunction display.

The system may be impaired or may not function
in the following instances:

o |If there is poor visibility, e.g. due to insuffi-
cient illumination of the road, or due to snow,
rain, fog or spray.

o If there is glare, e.g. from oncoming traffic,
direct sunlight or reflection from other vehi-
cles (e.g. if the road is wet).

o If the windshield is dirty, fogged up, damaged
or covered, for instance by a sticker, in the
vicinity of the camera.

¢ If no, or several, unclear lane markings are
present for one lane, e.g. in a construction
area.

o If the lane markings are worn away, dark or
covered up, e.g. by dirt or snow.

o The distance to the vehicle in front is too
small and the lane markings thus cannot be
detected.

« If the lane markings change quickly, e.g.
lanes branch off, cross one another or
merge.

e The road is narrow and winding.

« If there are highly variable shade conditions
on the road.

« If there are obstacles such as traffic guid-
ance posts on the lane or projecting out into
the lane.

The system does not provide assistance in the
following conditions:

o On very sharp bends.

e When towing a trailer.

« If you actively change lane without switching
on the turn signal indicator.

« If you switch on the turn signal indicator and
the conditions for activating Active Lane
Change Assist are not fulfilled.

Activating Steering Pilot

Requirements
o ESP® must be switched on, but not interven-
ing.
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« Distance Pilot DISTRONIC must be activated.

» If indicator lamp @ is off: press button @.

Function of Active Lane Change Assist
Steering Pilot is only an aid. You are responsible
for the distance to the vehicle in front, for vehi-
cle speed, for braking in good time and for stay-
ing in lane. Before changing lanes, make sure
that the neighboring lane is free (shoulder view).

() The availability of the following function is
country-dependent.

Steering Pilot remains active even if the turn sig-
nal indicator is switched on. Steering Pilot then
assists the driver when changing lanes by apply-
ing steering torques to initiate the lane change.

Assistance when changing lanes is provided if all
the following conditions are met:

« You are driving on a freeway or high-speed
multi-lane major road with multiple lanes in
the direction of travel.

o The neighboring lane is free and separated
by a broken lane marking.

o The driven speed is between 50 mph
(80 km/h) and 110 mph (180 km/h).

o The turn signal indicator is switched on for
longer than two seconds.

If the system is impaired, Active Lane Change
Assist may be interrupted. If an interruption
occurs, display @) appears in the multifunction
display along with a warning tone prompting you
to take control of the vehicle.

Steering and contact detection

Steering Pilot requires you as the driver, to keep
your hands on the steering wheel at all times so
that you are able to intervene at any time to cor-
rect the course of the vehicle and keep it in lane.
The driver must expect a change from active to
passive mode or vice versa at any time.

If you are not steering yourself or if you take
your hands off the steering wheel for a pro-
longed period of time, the system will, depend-
ing on the situation, first alert you with a visual
warning. @ appears in the multifunction display.
If you are still not steering the vehicle yourself or
if you have not taken hold of the steering wheel,
a warning tone sounds in addition to the warning
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message to remind you to take control of the
vehicle.

The warning message does not appear or disap-
pears if one of the following conditions are met:

o The driver steers the vehicle.
o The driver presses a steering wheel button or
operates Touch Control.

Function of Active Emergency Stop Assist

If the driver continues to ignore the acoustic
warning of the Active Lane Change Assist, Dis-
tance Pilot DISTRONIC reduces the speed.

Functions of Parking Assist PARKTRONIC

Parking Assist PARKTRONIC is an electronic
parking assistance system with ultrasound. It
monitors the area around your vehicle using six
sensors @ in the front bumper and six sensors
in the rear bumper. Parking Assist PARKTRONIC
indicates visually and audibly the distance
between your vehicle and an object.

Parking Assist PARKTRONIC is only an aid. It is
not a substitute for your attention to the sur-
roundings. The responsibility for safe maneuver-
ing and parking remains with you. Make sure
that there are no persons, animals or objects in

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System limitations

Parking Assist PARKTRONIC does not necessa-
rily take into account the following obstacles:

The responsibility for safe maneuvering and
parking remains with you. Make sure that there

Do not use the 360° Camera under such circum-
stances. You could otherwise injure others or
collide with objects when parking the vehicle.

On vehicles with height-adjustable suspension or
if the vehicle is carrying a heavy load, leaving the
standard height can result in inaccuracies in the
guide lines and in the display of the generated
images, depending on technical conditions.

The field of vision and other functions of the
camera system may be restricted due to addi-
tional accessories at the rear of the vehicle (e.g.

Parking Pilot is an electronic parking assistance
system which uses ultrasound and is automati-
cally activated during forward travel. The system
is operational at speeds of up to approximately
22 mph (35 km/h). When all the conditions are
fulfilled, the symbol appears in the multi-
function display and the system automatically
searches for and measures parking spaces on
both sides of the vehicle parallel and perpendic-
ular to the direction of travel. If Parking Pilot is
activated, suitable parking spaces are displayed
in the multimedia system. The symbol
appears in the multifunction display. The arrows
show on which side of the road free parking
spaces are located.

The parking space and, if necessary, the parking
direction can be selected as desired. Parking
Pilot calculates a suitable vehicle path and
assists you in parking and exiting the parking
space.

Vehicles with automatic transmission: Park-
ing Pilot changes gear, accelerates, brakes and
steers the vehicle.

Parking Pilot is only an aid. It is not a substitute
for your attention to the surroundings. The
responsibility for safe maneuvering and parking
remains with you. Make sure that no persons,
animals or objects etc. are in the maneuvering
range.

Parking Pilot is canceled if, among other things,
one of the following actions is carried out:

e You switch off Parking Assist PARKTRONIC.

« You switch off Parking Pilot.

« You begin steering.

o You apply the parking brake.

« Vehicles with automatic transmission:
You engage [P].

* ESP®intervenes.

Parking Pilot system limitations

Objects located above or below the detection

range of Parking Pilot are not detected when the
parking space is being measured. These are also

not taken into account when the parking maneu-
ver is calculated, e.g. overhanging loads, over-
hangs or loading ramps of trucks or the bounda-
ries of a parking space.

Once
you have selected a suitable parking space, you
then exit the vehicle and guide it into the parking
space using a suitable mobile phone. Remote
Parking Pilot accelerates, brakes, steers the
vehicle and changes gear. You can cancel the
parking procedure at any time using your mobile
phone.

You can also use your mobile phone to move
your vehicle backwards and forwards in the
straight-ahead position (exploration mode). This
is useful, for example if a garage is so narrow
that it is difficult or impossible to get in or out of
the vehicle after it has been parked. Parking
Pilot automatically performs any minor steering
corrections that are required.

Remote Parking Pilot is only an aid. It is not a
substitute for your attention to the surroundings.
The responsibility for safe maneuvering and
parking remains with you. Make sure that no
persons, animals or objects etc. are in the
maneuvering range. Comply with local traffic
laws and regulations when using Remote Parking
Pilot on public roads.

For the Remote Parking Pilot function, you
require a mobile phone and the current Remote
Parking Pilot app.

The following operating systems are supported:
e Android™

e Apple®iOS

If the connection between the vehicle and the
mobile phone is interrupted while a parking
maneuver is being performed, the maneuver can
be continued if the connection is re-established
within about two minutes.

The following scenarios are supported:

o Parking in a parking space parallel to the
direction of travel.

o Parking in a parking space at right angles to
the direction of travel.

o Exiting a parking space at right angles to the
direction of travel (exploration mode).

e Parking in a straight-ahead position, for
example into a garage or carport (exploration
mode).

« Exiting a parking space in a straight-ahead
position, for example from a garage or car-
port (exploration mode).

If technical problems arise during a parking
maneuver (e.g. the permitted downhill gradient
is exceeded), the following actions are per-
formed automatically:

o The parking maneuver is canceled.

« The vehicle is brought to a standstill.

« Transmission position [P] is engaged.

o The vehicle is switched off.

If the parking maneuver is canceled, a message
to this effect is displayed on the mobile phone.

You can then take over and maneuver the vehi-
cle into the parking space yourself. Alternatively,
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you can move the vehicle back to its original
position, if necessary.

Whilst the vehicle is being parked with Parking
Pilot, you can interrupt the process to take con-
trol of the vehicle with Remote Parking Pilot and
maneuver it into its final position.

ATTENTION ASSIST assists you on long, monoto-
nous journeys, e.g. on freeways and trunk roads.
If ATTENTION ASSIST detects indicators of fati-
gue or increasing lapses in concentration on the
part of the driver, it suggests taking a break.

ATTENTION ASSIST is only an aid. It cannot
always detect fatigue or lapses in concentration
until too late. The system is not a substitute for a
well-rested and attentive driver. On long jour-
neys, take regular breaks in good time that allow
for adequate recuperation.

You can choose between two settings.

« Sensitive: higher system sensitivity. The
driver is warned earlier and the attention
level detected by ATTENTION ASSIST is adap-
ted accordingly.

Blind Spot Assist uses two lateral, rear-facing
radar sensors to monitor the area up to 130 ft
(40 m) behind your vehicle and 10 ft (3 m)
directly next to your vehicle.

If a vehicle is detected at speeds above approx-

imately 8 mph (12 km/h) and this vehicle subse-
quently enters the monitoring range directly next

to your vehicle, the warning lamp in the outside
mirror lights up red.

If a vehicle is detected close to your vehicle in
the lateral monitoring range and you switch on
the turn signal indicator in the corresponding
direction, a warning tone sounds once.

If you overtake a vehicle quickly, no warning is
given.

Blind Spot Assist does not react to vehicles
approaching and overtaking you at a greatly
different speed.

As a result, Blind Spot Assist cannot warn
drivers in this situation.

Active Lane Keeping Assist monitors the area in
front of your vehicle by means of multifunction
camera @. It serves to protect you against unin-
tentionally leaving your lane. You will be warned
by means of a vibration in the steering wheel

and a course-correcting brake application guides
you back into your lane.

You are warned by vibration pulses in the steer-
ing wheel in the following circumstances:

o Active Lane Keeping Assist detects lane
markings.

« A front wheel passes over the lane markings.

Operation of the active hood (pedestrian pro-
tection)

In certain accident situations, the risk of injury
to pedestrians can be reduced by the actuation
of the active hood. The rear area of the engine
hood is raised by approximately 85 mm.

For the drive to the workshop, reset the trig-
gered active hood yourself. If the active hood
has been triggered, pedestrian protection may
be limited.

A qualified specialist workshop must re-instate
the full functionality of the active hood.

The active hood is not available in all countries.

Resetting the active hood

A WARNING Risk of burns from hot com-
ponent parts in the engine compartment

Certain component parts in the engine com-
partment can be very hot, e.g. the engine,
the cooler and parts of the exhaust system.

» Let the engine cool down and only
touch the component parts described
as follows.

» With your hand flat, push down active hood
@ in the area around the hinges on both
sides (arrows).

The engine hood must engage in position.

If you open the hood when the engine has
overheated or during a fire in the engine
compartment, you could come into contact
with hot gases or other escaping operating
fluids.

A WARNING Risk of injury due to moving

(e.g. the engine was only started briefly): 30
minutes.

» Remove oil dipstick @ and wipe off.
» Slowly slide oil dipstick @ into the guide

tube to the stop, and take it out again after
approximately three seconds.
« Oil level is correct: oil level is between @

» If the oil level is too low, add 1.1 US qt (1 1) of
engine oil.

» If the engine oil level is too high, have the

excess engine oil removed immediately at a
qualified specialist workshop.

Adding engine oil

A WARNING Risk of burns from hot com-
ponent parts in the engine compartment

Certain component parts in the engine com-
partment can be very hot, e.g. the engine,
the cooler and parts of the exhaust system.

» Let the engine cool down and only

touch the component parts described
as follows.

A WARNING Risk of fire and injury from
engine oil

If engine oil comes into contact with hot
component parts in the engine compart-
ment, it may ignite.
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Make sure that no engine oil is spilled
next to the filler opening.

Allow the engine to cool off and thor-
oughly clean the engine oil from compo-
nent parts before starting the vehicle.

NOTE Engine damage caused by an
incorrect oil filter, incorrect oil or addi-
tives

Do not use engine oils or oil filters
which do not correspond to the specifi-
cations explicitly prescribed for the
service intervals.

Do not alter the engine oil or oil filter in
order to achieve longer change intervals
than prescribed.

Do not use additives.

Follow the instructions in the service
interval display regarding the oil
change.

Il NOTE Damage caused by topping up too

much engine oil

Adding too much engine oil can cause dam-
age to the engine or the catalytic converter.

» Have excess engine oil removed at a
qualified specialist workshop.

» Turn cap @ counter-clockwise and remove
it.
» Add engine oil.

» Replace cap @ and turn it clockwise as far
as it will go.

» Check the oil level again (— page 312).

Checking coolant level

A  WARNING Risk of burns from hot com-
ponent parts in the engine compartment

Certain component parts in the engine com-
partment can be very hot, e.g. the engine,
the cooler and parts of the exhaust system.

» Let the engine cool down and only
touch the component parts described
as follows.

A WARNING Danger of burns from hot
coolant

The engine cooling system is pressurized,
particularly when the engine is warm. If you
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open the cap, you could be scalded by hot
coolant spraying out.

» Let the motor cool down before opening
the cap.

» When opening the cap, wear gloves and
protective eyewear.

» Slowly turn the cap half a turn to allow
pressure to escape.

Information on washing the vehicle in a car
wash

A WARNING Risk of accident due to
reduced braking effect after washing the
vehicle

The braking effect is reduced after washing

the vehicle.

p After the vehicle has been washed,
brake carefully while paying attention to
the traffic conditions until the braking
effect has been fully restored.

To avoid damage to your vehicle when using a

car wash, ensure the following beforehand:

« Distance Pilot DISTRONIC and the HOLD
function are switched off.

e The 360° Camera or the rear view camera is
switched off.

o The side windows and sliding sunroof are
completely closed.
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¢ The blower for the ventilation/heating is
switched off.

o The windshield wiper switch is in position 0.

¢ In car washes with a towing mechanism: neu-
tral [N] is engaged.

« The SmartKey is at a distance of at least
10 ft (3 m) away from the vehicle, otherwise
the trunk lid could open unintentionally.

(i) Remove the wax from the windshield and
wiper rubber after the car wash; this will pre-
vent smearing and reduce wiper noise.

Information on using a power washer

A WARNING Risk of accident when using
high-pressure cleaning equipment with
round-spray nozzles

The water jet from a round-spray nozzle (dirt

grinder) may cause damage to tires and sus-

pension components that is not visible.

Components damaged in this way may fail
unexpectedly.

» Do not use high-pressure cleaning
equipment with round-spray nozzles to
clean your vehicle.

» Damaged tires or suspension compo-
nents must be replaced immediately.

To avoid damage to your vehicle, observe the fol-
lowing when using a power washer:

Keep the SmartKey at least 10 ft (3 m) away
from the vehicle. Otherwise the trunk lid
could open unintentionally.

Maintain a distance of at least 11.8 in
(30 cm) to the vehicle.

Vehicles with decorative foil: parts of your
vehicle are covered with a decorative foil.
Maintain a distance of at least 27.6 in

(70 cm) between the foil-covered parts of the
vehicle and the nozzle of the high pressure
cleaner. Move the power washer nozzle
around whilst cleaning.

Observe the information on the correct dis-
tance in the equipment manufacturer's oper-
ating instructions.

Do not point the nozzle of the power washer
directly at sensitive parts such as tires, slits,
electrical component parts, batteries, light
sources and ventilation slots.

Washing the vehicle by hand

Observe legal requirements, for example in
some countries washing by hand is only allowed
at specially equipped washing bays.

Use a mild cleaning agent such as car sham-
poo.

Wash the vehicle with lukewarm water and a
soft car sponge. While doing so, do not
expose the vehicle to direct sunlight.

Hose down the vehicle carefully with water
and dry it with a leather cloth. Make sure
that the water jet is not pointed directly into
the air inlet grille.
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Notes on paintwork/matte finish paintwork care

Do not use paint cleaner, buffing or polishing products
such as a gloss preserver, e.g. wax.

Always have paintwork repairs carried out at a qualified
specialist workshop.
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Notes on care of vehicle parts

A WARNING Risk of entrapment if the
windshield wipers are switched on while
the windshield is being cleaned

If the windshield wipers are set in motion
while you are cleaning the windshield or
wiper blades, you can be trapped by the
wiper arm.

Observe the following information:

Clean the windows on the inside and outside using a damp
cloth and cleaning products recommended by Mercedes-
Benz.

Do not use dry cloths, abrasive products or cleaning agents
containing solvents to clean the inside of the windows.

Notes on care of the interior

Care and cleaning products containing sol-
vents can cause surfaces in the cockpit to
become porous.

When the airbags are deployed, plastic parts
may break away.

» Do not use any care or cleaning prod-
ucts containing solvents to clean the
cockpit.

Change the wheel (— page 366).

MOExtended tires (tires with run-flat proper-
ties)

A  WARNING Risk of accident when driving
in limp-home mode

When driving in emergency mode the han-

dling characteristics are impaired, e.g. when

cornering, when accelerating strongly and

when braking.

You can recognize MOExtended tires by the
MOExtended marking which appears on the side
wall of the tire.

Vehicles with tire pressure monitoring sys-
tem: MOExtended tires may only be used in con-
junction with an activated tire pressure monitor-
ing system.

If a pressure loss warning message appears in
the multifunction display:

e Check the tire for damage.

» Affix part @ of the TIREFIT sticker near the
valve on the wheel with the defective tire.

» Pull plug @ with the cable and hose @) out
of the tire inflation compressor housing.

» Push the plug of hose @) into flange @ of
tire sealant bottle @ until the plug engages.

» Place tire sealant bottle @ head downwards
into recess @ of the tire inflation compres-
sor.
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» Remove the cap from valve @ on the defec-
tive tire.

» Very slowly drive forwards or reverse approx-
imately 33 ft (10 m).

» Pump up the tire again.
After a maximum of ten minutes the tire

If the specified tire pressure is not reached
after the specified time, the tire is too badly
damaged.

Il NOTE Damage to the automatic trans-
mission due to tow starting

The automatic transmission may be damaged
in the process of tow starting vehicles with
automatic transmission.

» Vehicles with automatic transmission
must not be tow started.

» Vehicles with automatic transmission must

not be tow started.

A WARNING Risk of accident and injury
due to overloaded lines

If you manipulate or bridge a faulty fuse or if
you replace it with a fuse with a higher
amperage, the electric line could be overloa-
ded.

This could result in a fire.

» Always replace faulty fuses with speci-
fied new fuses containing the correct
amperage.

Il NOTE Damage caused by incorrect fuses

Incorrect fuses may cause damage to electri-
cal components or systems.

» Only use Mercedes-Benz approved
fuses with the correct fuse rating.

Blown fuses must be replaced with fuses of the
same rating, which you can recognize by the
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color and fuse rating. The fuse ratings are listed
in the fuse assignment diagram.

Fuse assignment diagram: on the fuse box in
the trunk (— page 341).

Il NOTE Damage or malfunctions caused
by moisture

Moisture may cause damage to the electrical
system or cause it to malfunction.

» When the fuse box is open, make sure
that no moisture can enter the fuse
box.

» When closing the fuse box, make sure
that the seal of the lid is positioned cor-
rectly on the fuse box.

If a newly inserted fuse also blows, have the
cause traced and rectified at a qualified special-
ist workshop.

Ensure the following before replacing a fuse:

« The vehicle is secured against rolling away.
o All electrical consumers are switched off.
o The ignition is switched off.

The electrical fuses are located in various fuse
boxes:

o Fuse box in the engine compartment on the
driver's side (— page 339)

o Fuse box on the driver's side of the cockpit
(— page 340)

o Fuse box in the front-passenger footwell
(— page 340)

o Fuse box in the trunk on the right-hand side
of the vehicle, when viewed in the direction
of travel (— page 341)

Fuse box in the engine compartment

Prerequisites

Observe the notes on electrical fuses

Have the following readily available:

e Adry cloth

o A screwdriver

A  WARNING Risk of injury from using the
windshield wipers while the engine hood
is open

When the engine hood is open and the wind-
shield wipers are set in motion, you can be
trapped by the wiper linkage.

» Always switch off the windshield wipers
and ignition before opening the engine
hood.
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» Turn clip @ on cover @ a quarter-turn to
the left.

» Pull cover @ upwards in the direction of the
arrow.

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Noise or unusual handling characteristics

While driving, pay attention to vibrations, noises
and unusual handling characteristics, e.g. pulling
to one side. This may indicate that the wheels or
tires are damaged. If you suspect that a tire is
defective, reduce your speed immediately. Stop
the vehicle as soon as possible to check the
wheels and tires for damage. Hidden tire dam-
age could also be causing the unusual handling
characteristics. If you find no signs of damage,
have the tires and wheels checked at a qualified
specialist workshop.

Regular checking of wheels and tires

A WARNING Risk of accident from dam-
aged tires
Damaged tires can cause tire pressure loss.

As a result, you could lose control of your
vehicle.

» Check the tires regularly for signs of
damage and replace any damaged tires
immediately.

A WARNING Risk of aquaplaning due to
insufficient tire tread

Insufficient tire tread will result in reduced
tire grip. The tire tread is no longer able to
dissipate water.

This means that in heavy rain or slush the
risk of hydroplaning is increased, in particu-
lar if vehicle speed is not adapted to suit the
conditions.

If the tire pressure is too high or too low,

tires may exhibit different levels of wear at

different locations on the tire contact sur-
face.

» Thus, you should regularly check the
tread depth and the condition of the tire
contact surface across the entire width
of all tires.

Minimum tread depth for:
o Summer tires: /8 in (3 mm)
o M+S tires: V6 in (4 mm)

» For safety reasons, replace the tires
before the legally prescribed limit for
the minimum tread depth is reached.

Carry out the following checks on all wheels reg-
ularly, at least once a month or as required, e.g.

prior to a long journey or driving off-road:

¢ Check the tire pressure (— page 343).

o Visual check of wheels and tires for damage.
o Check the valve caps.

The valves must be protected against mois-
ture and dirt by the valve caps approved
especially for your vehicle by Mercedes-Benz.

o Visual check of the tread depth and the tire
contact surface across the entire width.

The minimum tread depth for summer tires is
Y8 in (3 mm) and for winter tires 6 in
(4 mm).
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Six marks @ show where the bar indicators
(arrow) are integrated into the tire tread. They
are visible once a tread depth of approximately
Y16 in (1.6 mm) has been reached.

Notes on snow chains

A WARNING Risk of accident due to incor-
rect mounting of snow chains

If you have mounted snow chains to the front
wheels, the snow chains may drag against
the vehicle body or chassis components.

This could cause damage to the vehicle or
the tires.

» Never mount snow chains on the front
wheels.

» Only mount snow chains on the rear
wheels in pairs.

[l  NOTE Damage to the wheel trim from
mounted snow chains

If snow chains are mounted to steel wheels,
the wheel trims can be damaged.

» Remove the wheel trims of steel wheels
before mounting snow chains.

o Snow chains are only permissible for certain
wheel/tire combinations. You can obtain
information about this from an authorized
Mercedes-Benz Center.

o For safety reasons, only use snow chains that
have been specifically approved for your
vehicle by Mercedes-Benz, or snow chains
with the same quality standard.

« If snow chains are installed, the maximum
permissible speed is 30 mph (50 km/h).

« Vehicles with Parking Pilot: Do not use
Parking Assist PARKTRONIC if snow chains
are installed.

« Vehicles with AIR BODY CONTROL: If snow
chains are installed, only drive at raised vehi-
cle level.

(® You can deactivate ESP® to pull away
(— page 155). This allows the wheels to
spin, achieving an increased driving force.

Tire pressure

Notes on tire pressure

A  WARNING Risk of accident due to insuf-
ficient or excessive tire pressure

Underinflated or overinflated tires pose the
following risks:

« The tires may burst, especially as the
load and vehicle speed increase.
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e The tires may wear excessively and/or
unevenly, which may greatly impair tire
traction.

o The driving characteristics, as well as
steering and braking, may be greatly
impaired.

» Comply with the recommended tire
pressure and check the tire pressure of
all tires including the spare wheel regu-
larly:

o atleast once a month

o when the load changes

« before embarking on a longer journey

« if operating conditions change, e.g. off-
road driving

» Adjust the tire pressure as necessary.

Driving with tire pressure that is too high or too

low can:
« Shorten the service life of the tires.
o Cause increased tire damage.

o Adversely affect handling characteristics and
thus driving safety, e.g. due to hydroplaning.

A WARNING Risk of an accident due to
insufficient tire pressure

Tires with pressure that is too low can over-
heat and burst as a result.

In addition, they also suffer from excessive
and/or irregular wear, which can significantly
impair the braking properties and the han-
dling characteristics.

» Avoid excessively low tire pressures in
all the tires, including the spare wheel.

Tire pressure which is too low can cause:
o Tire defects as a result of overheating.
« Impaired handling characteristics
o Irregular wear
¢ Increased fuel consumption

A WARNING Risk of accident from exces-
sive tire pressure

Tires with excessively high pressure can
burst because they are damaged more easily
by highway fill, pot holes etc.

In addition, they also suffer from irregular
wear, which can significantly impair the brak-
ing properties and the handling characteris-
tics.

» Avoid excessively high tire pressures in
all the tires, including the spare wheel.

Excessively high tire pressure can result in:

Increased braking distance
Impaired handling characteristics
Irregular wear

Impaired driving comfort
Susceptibility to damage
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A WARNING Risk of accident caused by
repeated drop in tire pressure

If the tire pressure drops repeatedly, the

wheel, valve or tire may be damaged.

Insufficient tire pressure can cause the tires

to burst.

» Inspect the tire for signs of foreign
objects.

» Check whether the wheel or valve has a
leak.

» If you are unable to rectify the damage,
contact a qualified specialist workshop.

You can find information on tire pressure for the

vehicle's factory-installed tires on the following

labels:

« Tire and Loading Information placard on the
B-pillar of your vehicle (— page 349).

o Tire pressure table on the inside of the fuel
filler flap (— page 345).

Observe the maximum tire pressure
(— page 356).

Use a suitable pressure gauge to check the tire
pressure. The outer appearance of a tire does
not permit any reliable conclusion about the tire
pressure.

Vehicles with a tire pressure monitoring sys-
tem: You can also check the tire pressure using
the on-board computer.

Only correct tire pressure when the tires are
cold. Conditions for cold tires:

e The vehicle has been parked with the tires
out of direct sunlight for at least three hours.

« The vehicle has traveled less than 1 mile
(1.6 km).

A rise in the tire temperature of 18 °F (10 °C)
increases the tire pressure by approx. 10 kPa
(0.1 bar/ 1.5 psi). Take this into account when
checking the tire pressure of warm tires.

The tire pressure recommended for increased
load/speed in the tire pressure table can affect
the ride comfort.

A WARNING Risk of accident from unsuita-
ble accessories on the tire valves

If you mount unsuitable accessories onto tire
valves, the tire valves may be overloaded and
malfunction, which can cause tire pressure
loss. Tire pressure monitoring systems for
retrofitting will cause the tire valve to remain
open. This can also result in tire pressure
loss.

» Only screw standard valve caps or valve
caps specifically approved by
Mercedes-Benz for your vehicle onto
the tire valve.

Tire pressure table

The tire pressure table is on the inside of the
fuel filler flap.

(i) The data shown in the images is example
data.
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The tire pressure table shows the recommended
tire pressure for all tires approved for this vehi-
cle. The recommended tire pressures apply to

cold tires under various operating conditions, i.e.

loading and/or speed of the vehicle.

If one or more tire sizes precede a tire pressure,
the tire pressure information following is only
valid for those tire sizes.

The load conditions "partially laden" and "fully
laden" are defined in the table for different num-
bers of passengers and amounts of luggage. The
actual number of seats may differ from this.

Read the tire pressure for the current operat-
ing conditions from the Tire and Loading
Information placard or the tire pressure
table. Observe the notes on tire pressure.

Remove the valve cap of the tire to be
checked.

Press the tire pressure gauge securely onto
the valve.

Read the tire pressure.

If the tire pressure is lower than the recom-
mended value, increase the tire pressure to
the recommended value.

If the tire pressure is higher than the recom-
mended value, release air. To do so, press
down the metal pin in the valve, e.g. using
the tip of a pen for example. Then check the
tire pressure again using the tire pressure
gauge.

Screw the valve cap onto the valve.

Tire pressure monitoring system

Function of the tire pressure monitoring sys-
tem

A DANGER Risk of accident due to incor-
rect tire pressure

Every tire, including the spare (if provided),
should be checked when cold at least once a
month and inflated to the pressure recom-
mended by the vehicle manufacturer (see
Tire and Loading Information placard on the
B-pillar on the driver’s side or the tire pres-
sure label on the inside of the fuel filler flap
of your vehicle). If your vehicle has tires of a
different size than the size indicated on the
Tire and Loading Information placard or the

tire pressure table, you need to determine
the proper tire pressure for those tires.

As an added safety feature, your vehicle has
been equipped with a tire pressure monitor-
ing system (TPMS) that illuminates a low tire
pressure indicator lamp when one or more of
your tires are significantly underinflated.
Accordingly, if the low tire pressure indicator
lamp lights up, you should stop and check
your tires as soon as possible, and inflate
them to the proper pressure. Driving on a
significantly underinflated tire causes the tire
to overheat and can lead to tire failure.
Underinflation also increases fuel consump-
tion and reduces tire tread life, and may
affect the vehicle's handling and braking abil-
ity. Please note that the TPMS is not a substi-
tute for proper tire maintenance, and it is the
driver's responsibility to maintain correct tire
pressure, even if underinflation has not
reached the level to trigger illumination of
the TPMS low tire pressure indicator lamp.

Your vehicle has also been equipped with a
TPMS malfunction indicator to indicate when

the system is not operating properly. The
TPMS malfunction indicator is combined with
the low tire pressure indicator lamp. When
the system detects a malfunction, the indica-
tor lamp will flash for approximately a minute
and then remain continuously illuminated.
This sequence will continue upon subsequent
vehicle start-ups as long as the malfunction
exists.

When the malfunction indicator is illumina-
ted, the system may not be able to detect or
signal low tire pressure as intended. TPMS
malfunctions may occur for a variety of rea-
sons, including the installation of incompati-
ble replacement or alternate tires or wheels
on the vehicle that prevent the TPMS from
functioning properly.

Always check the TPMS malfunction warning
lamp after replacing one or more tires or
wheels on your vehicle to ensure that the
replacement or alternate tires and wheels
allow the TPMS to continue to function prop-
erly.
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The system checks the tire pressure and the tire
temperature of the tires mounted on the vehicle
by means of a tire pressure sensor.

New tire pressure sensors, e.g. in winter tires,
are automatically taught-in the first time they are
driven.

The tire pressure appears in the multifunction
display (— page 208).

If there is a substantial pressure loss or if the
tire temperature is excessive, a warning is given:

o Via display messages (— page 414).

o Viathe warning lamp in the instrument
cluster (— page 446).

It is the driver's responsibility to set the tire
pressure to the recommended cold tire pressure
suitable for the operating situation. Set the tire
pressure for cold tires using a tire pressure
gauge. Note that the correct tire pressure for the
current operating situation must first be taught-
in to the tire pressure monitoring system.

In most cases, the tire pressure monitoring sys-
tem will automatically update the new reference
values after you have changed the tire pressure.

You can, however, also update the reference val-
ues by restarting the tire pressure monitoring
system manually (— page 349).

System limitations

The tire pressure monitoring system does not
issue a warning:

o If the tire pressure is set incorrectly.

o If there is a sudden pressure loss caused, for
example by a foreign object penetrating the
tire.

o If there is a malfunction caused by another
radio signal source.

Determining the maximum permissible load

The following steps have been developed as
required of all manufacturers under Title 49,
Code of U.S. Federal Regulations, Part 575, pur-
suant to the "National Traffic and Motor Vehicle
Safety Act of 1966".
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Step 1: locate the statement "The combined
weight of occupants and cargo should never
exceed XXX kg or XXX Ibs." ("The combined
weight of occupants and cargo should never
exceed XXX kg or XXX Ibs.") on your vehicle's
Tire and Loading Information placard.

Step 2: determine the combined weight of
the driver and passengers who will be travel-
ing in your vehicle.

Step 3: subtract the combined weight of the
driver and passengers from XXX kg or

XXX Ibs.

Step 4: the resulting figure equals the per-
missible cargo and luggage load capacity. For
example: If "XXX" equals 1400 Ibs and there
are five occupants in your vehicle with a
weight of 150 Ibs each, the maximum cargo
and luggage load capacity is 650 lbs (1400 -
750 (5 x 150) = 650 Ibs).

Step 5: determine the combined weight of
luggage and cargo that the vehicle will be
carrying. For safety reasons, this weight may
not safely exceed the available cargo and lug-
gage load capacity calculated in step 4.

Even if you have calculated the total load care-
fully, you should still make sure that the maxi-
mum permissible gross mass and the permissi-
ble axle load rating of your vehicle are not excee-
ded. Details can be found on the vehicle identifi-
cation plate.

» Have your loaded vehicle - including driver,
occupants and load - weighed on a vehicle
weighbridge.

The measured values may not exceed the
maximum permissible values stated on the
vehicle identification plate.

Tire Quality Grading

In accordance with the US Department of Trans-
portation's "Uniform Tire Quality Grading Stand-
ards", tire manufacturers are required to grade
their tires on the basis of the following three per-
formance factors:

@ Tread wear grade
@ Traction grade
© Temperature grade

(i) The classification is not legally stipulated for
Canada, but it is generally stated.

Tread wear grade

The tread wear grade is a comparative rating
based on the wear rate of the tire when tested
under controlled conditions on a specified test
track of the US Department of Transportation.
For example, a tire graded 150 would wear one
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and one-half times as well on the government
test track as a tire graded 100.

The relative performance of tires depends upon
the actual conditions of their use, however, and
may depart significantly from the norm due to
variations in driving habits, service practices and
differences in road characteristics and climate
conditions.

Traction grade

A DANGER Risk of accident due to inade-
quate traction

The traction grade assigned to this tire is
based on straight-ahead braking traction
tests, and does not include either accelera-
tion, cornering, hydroplaning or peak traction
characteristics.

» Always adapt your driving style and
drive at a speed to suit the prevailing
traffic and weather conditions.

Il NOTE Damage to the drivetrain from
wheelspin

» Avoid wheelspin.

The traction grades - from highest to lowest -
are AA, A, B and C. Those grades represent the
tire's ability to stop on wet pavement as meas-
ured under controlled conditions on specified
government test surfaces made of asphalt and
concrete.

Temperature grade

A WARNING Risk of accident from tire
overheating and tire failure

The temperature grade for this tire is estab-
lished for a tire that is properly inflated and
not overloaded. Excessive speed, underinfla-
tion, or excessive loading, either separately
or in combination, can cause excessive heat
build-up and possible tire failure.

» Observe the recommended tire pres-
sures and regularly check the tire pres-

sure of all tires including the spare
wheel.

» Adjust the tire pressure as necessary.

The temperature grades are A (the highest), B
and C. They represent the tire's resistance to the
generation of heat and its ability to dissipate
heat when tested under controlled conditions on
a specified indoor laboratory test wheel. Sus-
tained high temperatures can cause the material
of the tire to degenerate and reduce tire life, and
excessive temperature can lead to sudden tire
failure. Grade C corresponds to a level of per-
formance which all passenger car tires must
meet under the requirements of the US Depart-
ment of Transportation.

DOT, Tire Identification Number (TIN)

US tire regulations stipulate that every tire man-
ufacturer or retreader must imprint a TIN in or
on the side wall of each tire produced.

The TIN is a unique identification number to
identify tires and comprises the following:

DOT (Department of Transportation): tire
symbol marks @ indicating that the tire
complies with the requirements of the US
Department of Transportation.

Manufacturer identification code: manu-
facturer identification code @ contains
details of the tire manufacturer. New tires
have a code with two symbols. Retreaded tire
have a code with four symbols. Further infor-
mation on retreaded tires (— page 362).

« Tire size: identifier @ describes the tire
size.

o Tire type code: tire type code @ can be
used by the manufacturer as a code to
describe specific characteristics of the tire.

o Manufacturing date: manufacturing date
© provides information about the age of a
tire. The 1st and 2nd positions represent the
calendar week and the 3rd and 4th positions
state the year of manufacture (e.g. "3208"
represents the 32nd week of 2008).

Information on the maximum tire load

Definitions for tires and loading

Tire structure and characteristics: describes
the number of layers or the number of rubber-
coated belts in the tire contact surface and the
tire wall. These are made of steel, nylon, poly-
ester and other materials.

Bar: metric unit for tire pressure.
14.5038 pounds per square inch (psi) and
100 kilopascal (kPa) is the equivalent of one bar.

DOT (Department of Transportation): DOT
marked tires fulfill the requirements of the

US Department of Transportation.

Average weight of the vehicle occupants: the

number of vehicle occupants for which the vehi-
cle is designed, multiplied by 150 Ib (68 kg).
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Uniform Tire Quality Grading Standards: a
uniform standard to grade the quality of tires
with regard to tread quality, tire traction and
temperature characteristics. The quality grading
assessment is made by the manufacturer follow-
ing specifications from the U.S. government. The
quality grade of a tire is imprinted on the side
wall of the tire.

Recommended tire pressure: the recommen-
ded tire pressure is the tire pressure specified
for the tires mounted to the vehicle at the fac-
tory.

The tire and information table contains the rec-
ommended tire pressure for cold tires, the maxi-
mum permissible load and the maximum permis-
sible vehicle speed.

The tire pressure table contains the recommen-
ded tire pressure for cold tires under various
operating conditions, i.e. loading and /or speed
of the vehicle.

Increased vehicle weight due to optional
equipment: the combined weight of all standard
and optional equipment available for the vehicle,

regardless of whether it is actually installed on
the vehicle or not.

Rim: the part of the wheel on which the tire is
mounted.

GAWR (Gross Axle Weight Rating): the GAWR
is the maximum gross axle load. The actual load
on an axle must never exceed the gross axle
weight rating. The gross axle weight rating can
be found on the vehicle identification plate on
the B-pillar on the driver's side.

Speed rating: the speed rating is part of the tire
identification. It specifies the speed range for
which a tire is approved.

GVW (Gross Vehicle Weight): the gross vehicle
weight comprises the weight of the vehicle
including fuel, tools, the spare wheel, accesso-
ries installed, occupants, luggage and the trailer
drawbar noseweight, if applicable. The gross
vehicle weight must not exceed the gross vehicle
weight rating GVWR as specified on the vehicle
identification plate on the B-pillar on the driver's
side.

GVWR (Gross Vehicle Weight Rating): the
GVWR is the maximum permitted gross weight

of the fully laden vehicle (weight of the vehicle
including all accessories, occupants, fuel, lug-
gage and the trailer drawbar noseweight if appli-
cable). The gross vehicle weight rating is speci-
fied on the vehicle identification plate on the
B-pillar on the driver's side.

Maximum weight of the laden vehicle: the
maximum weight is the sum of the unladen
weight of the vehicle, the weight of the accesso-
ries, the maximum load and the weight of
optional equipment installed at the factory.

Kilopascal (kPa): metric unit for tire pressure.
6.9 kPa corresponds to 1 psi. Another unit for
tire pressure is bar. 100 kilopascal (kPa) equals
1 bar.

Load index: in addition to the load-bearing
index, the load index may also be imprinted on
the side wall of the tire. This specifies the load-
bearing capacity of the tire more precisely.

Curb weight: the weight of a vehicle with stand-
ard equipment including the maximum capacity
of fuel, oil and coolant. It also includes the air
conditioning system and optional equipment if
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these are installed on the vehicle, but does not
include passengers or luggage.

Maximum tire load: the maximum tire load is
the maximum permissible weight in kilograms or
Ibs for which a tire is approved.

Maximum permissible tire pressure: maxi-
mum permissible tire pressure for one tire.
Maximum load on one tire: maximum load on
one tire. This is calculated by dividing the maxi-
mum axle load of one axle by two.

PSI (pounds per square inch): standard unit of
measurement for tire pressure.

Aspect ratio: ratio between tire height and tire
width in percent.

Tire pressure: pressure inside the tire applying

an outward force to every square inch of the tire.

The tire pressure is specified in pounds per
square inch (psi), in kilopascals (kPa) or in bar.
The tire pressure should only be corrected when
the tires are cold.

Cold tire pressure: the tires are cold when the
vehicle has been parked for at least 3 hours

without direct sunlight on the tires or the vehicle
has been driven for less than 1 mile (1.6 km).

Tire contact surface: the part of the tire that
comes into contact with the road.

Tire bead: the purpose of the tire bead is to
ensure that the tire sits securely on the wheel
rim. There are several steel wires in the bead to
prevent the tire from coming loose from the
wheel rim.

Side wall: the part of the tire between the tread
and the tire bead.

Weight of optional equipment: the combined
weight of the optional equipment weighing more
than the replaced standard parts and more than
5 lbs (2.3 kg). This optional equipment, such as
high-performance brakes, level control system, a
roof luggage rack or high-performance batteries,
is not included in the curb weight and the weight
of the accessories.

TIN (Tire Identification Number): a unique
identification number which can be used by a
tire manufacturer to identify tires, for example,
in a product recall, and thus identify the pur-
chasers. The TIN is made up of the manufactur-

er's identity code, tire size, tire type code and
the manufacturing date.

Load-bearing index: the load-bearing index
(also load index) is a code that contains the max-
imum load-bearing capacity of a tire.

Traction: traction is the grip resulting from fric-
tion between the tires and the road surface.

Wear indicator: narrow bars (tread wear bars)
that are distributed over the tire contact surface.
If the tire tread is level with the bars, the wear
limit of 1/16 in (1.6 mm) has been reached.

Distribution of vehicle occupants: distribution
of vehicle occupants over designated seat posi-
tions in a vehicle.

Maximum permissible payload weight: nomi-

nal load and luggage load plus 150 Ib (68 kg)
multiplied by the number of seats in the vehicle.
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Changing a wheel

Notes on selecting, mounting and replacing
tires

You can ask for information regarding permitted
wheel/tire combination at an authorized
Mercedes-Benz Center.

A WARNING Risk of accident due to incor-
rect dimensions of wheels and tires

If wheels and tires of the wrong size are
installed, the wheel brakes or wheel suspen-
sion components may be damaged.

When replacing wheels, make sure to fit the
correct:

¢ Designation
e Model

When replacing tires, make sure to install the
correct:

o Designation
« Manufacturer
o Model

A  WARNING Risk of injury through exceed-
ing the specified tire load rating or the
permissible speed rating

Exceeding the specified tire load rating or
the permissible speed rating may lead to tire
damage and to the tires bursting.

» Therefore, only use tire types and sizes
approved for your vehicle model.

» Observe the tire load rating and speed
rating required for your vehicle.

Il NOTE Damage to vehicle and tires due to
non-approved tire types and sizes

For safety reasons, only use wheels, tires
and accessories which have been approved
for your vehicle by Mercedes-Benz.

These tires have been specially adapted for
use with the control systems, e.g. ABS or
ESP®, and are marked as follows:

+ MO = Mercedes-Benz Original

e MOE = Mercedes-Benz Original Extended
(run-flat tires only for certain wheels)

o MO1 = Mercedes-Benz Original (only cer-
tain AMG tires)

Certain characteristics, e.g. handling, vehicle
noise emissions or fuel consumption, may
otherwise be adversely affected. In addition,
when driving with a load, tire dimension var-
iations could cause the tires to come into
contact with the body and axle components.
This could result in damage to the tires or the
vehicle.
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Only use tires, wheels or accessories tested
and approved by Mercedes-Benz.

I NOTE Risk to driving safety from retrea-
ded tires

Retreaded tires are neither tested nor recom-
mended by Mercedes-Benz, since previous
damage cannot always be detected on
retreaded tires.

For this reason driving safety cannot be guar-
anteed.

» Do not use used tires if you have no
information about their previous usage.

Il NOTE Possible damage to wheels or tires
when driving over obstacles

Large wheels have a lower tire section width.
The lower the tire section width, the greater
is the risk of damage to wheels or tires when
driving over obstacles.

» Avoid obstacles or drive particularly
carefully.

Il NOTE Damage to electronic component
parts from the use of tire-mounting tools

Vehicles with a tire pressure monitoring
system: Electronic component parts are
located in the wheel. Tire-mounting tools
should not be used in the area of the valve.

This could otherwise damage the electronic
component parts.

» Have the tires changed at a qualified
specialist workshop only.

Il NOTE Damage to summer tires at low
ambient temperatures

Using summer tires at very low ambient tem-
peratures can cause cracks to form, thereby
damaging the tires permanently.

» At temperatures below 45 °F (7 °C) use
M+S tires.

Accessory parts that are not approved for your
vehicle by Mercedes-Benz or are not being used
correctly can impair the operating safety.

Before purchasing and using non-approved
accessories, visit a qualified specialist workshop
and inquire about:

o Suitability
o Legal stipulations
o Factory recommendations

A WARNING Risk of accident with high
performance tires

The special tire tread in combination with the
optimized tire compound means that the risk
of skidding or hydroplaning on wet roads is
increased.

In addition, the tire grip is greatly reduced at
a low outside temperature and tire running
temperature.

> Switch on the ESP® and adapt your
driving style accordingly.

» Use M+S tire at outside temperatures
of less than 10 °C (50 °F).
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Observe the following when selecting, mounting
and replacing tires:

Only use tires and wheels of the same type
(summer tires, winter tires, MOExtended
tires) and make.

Only mount wheels of the same size on one
axle (left and right).

It is only permissible to mount a different
wheel size in the event of a flat tire in order
to drive to the specialist workshop.

Only mount tires of the correct size onto the
wheels.

Vehicles with a tire pressure monitoring
system: All mounted wheels must be equip-
ped with functioning sensors for the tire
pressure monitoring system.

At temperatures below 45 °F (7 °C), use win-
ter tires or all-season tires marked M+S for
all wheels.

Winter tires bearing the /4 snowflake sym-
bol in addition to the M+S marking provide
the best possible grip in wintry road condi-

tions.

o For M+S tires, only use tires with the same
tread.

¢ Observe the maximum permissible speed for
the M+S tires mounted.

If this is below the vehicle's maximum speed,
this must be indicated in an appropriate label
in the driver's field of vision.

o Break in new tires at moderate speeds for
the first 60 miles (100 km).

» Replace the tires after six years at the latest,
regardless of wear.

« When replacing with tires that do not fea-
ture run-flat characteristics: Vehicles with
MOExtended tires are not equipped with a
TIREFIT kit at the factory. Equip the vehicle
with a TIREFIT kit after replacing with tires
that do not feature run-flat characteristics,
e.g. winter tires.

Notes on interchanging wheels

A WARNING Risk of injury through differ-
ent wheel sizes

Interchanging the front and rear wheels if the
wheels or tires have different dimensions
may severely impair the driving characteris-
tics.

The wheel brakes or wheel suspension com-
ponents may also be damaged.

» Rotate front and rear wheels only if the
wheels and tires are of the same dimen-
sions.
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The wear patterns on the front and rear wheels
differ:

o Front wheels wear more on the shoulder of
the tire.

o Rear wheels wear more in the center of the
tire.

On vehicles that have the same size front and
rear wheels, interchange the wheels according
to the intervals in the tire manufacturer's war-
ranty book in your vehicle documents. If this is
not available, interchange the tires every

3000 to 6000 miles (5000 to 10000 km),
depending on the wear. Ensure that the direction
of rotation is maintained.

It is imperative to observe the instructions and
safety notes on "Wheel change" when doing so.

Notes on storing wheels

o After removing wheels, store them in a cool,
dry and preferably dark place.

o Protect the tires from contact with oil, grease
or fuel.

Removing and mounting hub caps

» Attach wheel wrench @) to socket @ and
tighten the hub cap clockwise.
Specified tightening torque: 18 Ib-ft
(25 Nm).

» Raise the vehicle (— page 367).

Raising the vehicle when changing a wheel

» To remove: position socket @ on hub cap

() The socket can be found in the tire-change
tool kit.

» Position wheel wrench @) on socket @).

» Using wheel wrench @), turn hub cap @
counter-clockwise and remove it.

» To mount: position hub cap @ and turn
until it is completely flush with the wheel.

» Position socket @ on hub cap @.

Requirements
o There are no persons in the vehicle.

« The vehicle is prepared for a wheel change
(— page 366).

« The hub caps have been removed
(— page 366).

Important notes on using the jack:

« Only use the vehicle-specific jack that has
been tested and approved by Mercedes-Benz
to raise the vehicle.

o The jack is only designed for raising and
holding the vehicle for a short time while a
wheel is being changed and not for mainte-
nance work under the vehicle.

o The jack must be placed on a firm, flat and
non-slip surface. If necessary, use a large,
load-bearing, non-slip underlay.

e The base of the jack must be positioned ver-
tically under the jack support point.

Rules of conduct when the vehicle is raised:

« Never place your hands or feet under the
vehicle.

« Do not lie under the vehicle.

¢ Do not start the engine and do not release
the electric parking brake.

« Do not open or close any doors or the trunk
lid.
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» Using the wheel wrench, loosen the wheel
bolts on the wheel you wish to change by
about one full turn. Do not unscrew the
screws completely.

Position of jack support points

A WARNING Risk of injury from incorrect
positioning of the jack

If you do not position the jack correctly at
the appropriate jacking point of the vehicle,
the jack could tip with the vehicle raised.

» Only position the jack at the appropri-
ate jacking point of the vehicle. The
base of the jack must be positioned ver-
tically under the jacking point of the
vehicle.

Il NOTE Vehicle damage from the jack

If you do not position the jack correctly at
the appropriate jack support point of the
vehicle, the jack could tip over with the vehi-
cle raised.

» The jack is designed exclusively for
jacking up the vehicle at the jack sup-
port points.

» Take the ratchet box wrench out of the tire-
change tool kit and place it on the hexagon
nut of the jack so that the letters AUF are
visible.
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» Position jack @ at jack support point @).

» Turn ratchet box wrench @ clockwise until
jack @ sits completely on jack support point
@ and the base of the jack lies evenly on
the ground.

» Continue to turn ratchet box wrench @ until
the tire is raised a maximum of 1.2 in (3 cm)
off the ground.

» Loosen and remove the wheel (— page 369).

Removing a wheel

Requirement:
o The vehicle is raised (— page 367).

When changing a wheel, avoid applying any force
to the brake discs, since this could impair the
level of comfort when braking.

Il NOTE Damage to threading from dirt on
wheel bolts

» Do not place wheel bolts in sand or on
a dirty surface.

» Unscrew the uppermost wheel bolt com-
pletely.

» Screw centering pin @ instead of the wheel
bolt into the threading.

» Unscrew the remaining wheel bolts fully.
» Remove the wheel.
» Mount the new wheel (— page 369).

Mounting a new wheel

Requirement:
o The wheel is removed (— page 369).
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A WARNING Risk of accident from losing a
wheel

Oiled, greased or damaged wheel bolt/wheel
nut threads or wheel hub/wheel mounting
bolt threads can cause the wheel bolts/
wheel nuts to come loose.

As a result, you could lose a wheel while driv-
ing.

» Never oil or grease the threads.

» In the event of damage to the threads,

contact a qualified specialist workshop
immediately.

» Have the damaged wheel bolts or dam-
aged hub threads replaced.
» Do not continue driving.

» Observe the information on the choice of
tires (— page 362).

For tires with a specified direction of rotation, an
arrow on the side wall of the tire indicates the
correct direction of rotation. Observe the direc-
tion of rotation when installing.

» Slide the wheel to be mounted onto the cen-
tering pin and push it on.

A WARNING Risk of injury from tightening
wheel bolts and nuts

If you tighten the wheel bolts or wheel nuts
when the vehicle is raised, the jack could tip.

» Only tighten wheel bolts or wheel nuts
when the vehicle is on the ground.

» For safety reasons, Mercedes-Benz recom-
mends that you only use wheel bolts which
have been approved for Mercedes-Benz vehi-
cles, as well as for the wheel in question.

Il NOTE Damage to paintwork of the wheel
rim when screwing on the first wheel bolt

If the wheel has too much play when screw-
ing in the first wheel bolt, the wheel rim paint
can be damaged.

» Press the wheel firmly against the
wheel hub when screwing on the first
wheel bolt.

Tighten the wheel bolts until they are finger-
tight.

Unscrew the centering pin.

Tighten the last wheel bolt until it is finger-
tight.

Lowering the vehicle after a wheel change

The new wheel has been installed

Place the ratchet wrench onto the hexagon
nut of the jack so that the letters "AB" are
visible.

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» Tighten the wheel bolts evenly in a crosswise

Specified tightening torque: 111 [b-ft
(150 Nm).

A WARNING Risk of accident due to incor-
rect tightening torque

The wheels could come loose if the wheel
bolts or wheel nuts are not tightened to the
prescribed tightening torque.

» Have the tightening torque checked
immediately at a qualified specialist
workshop after changing a wheel.

Notes on installing two-way radios

A WARNING Risk of accident from incor-
rectly carried out work on the RF trans-
mitter

The electromagnetic radiation from RF trans-

mitters can interfere with the vehicle elec-
tronics if RF transmitters are manipulated or
retrofitted incorrectly.

This could jeopardize the operating safety of
the vehicle.

» You should have all work on electrical
and electronic components carried out
at a qualified specialist workshop.

A WARNING Risk of accident from incor-
rect operation of the RF transmitter

If you operate RF transmitters incorrectly in

the vehicle, the electromagnetic radiation

could interfere with the on-board electronics,

« if the RF transmitter is not connected to
an exterior antenna

« if the exterior antenna is not correctly
mounted or is not a low-reflection type.

» Observe the maximum permissible out-
put power in these frequency bands.

» Only use approved antenna positions.

On vehicles with a panoramic sliding sunroof,

installing an antenna on the front or rear roof
area is not permitted.

On the rear fenders, it is recommended that you
position the antenna on the side of the vehicle
closest to the center of the road.

Vehicles - EMC guidelines for installation of
aftermarket radio frequency transmitting equip-
ment) when retrofitting RF (radio frequency)
transmitters. Comply with the legal requirements
for detachable parts.

If your vehicle has installations for two-way radio
equipment, use the power supply or antenna
connections intended for use with the basic wir-
ing. Be sure to observe the manufacturer's sup-
plements when installing.

Only refuel with fuel that has at least the octane
number specified in the information table in the
fuel filler flap (— page 140). This may reduce
engine output and increase fuel consumption.

If you want maximum engine output: only
refuel with unleaded premium grade gasoline
with at least 91 AKI/95 RON.

Never refuel using gasoline with a lower RON.

Il NOTE Premature wear caused by unlea-
ded regular gasoline

Unleaded regular gasoline can cause the
engine to wear more quickly and impair lon-
gevity and performance.

If unleaded premium grade gasoline is

unavailable and you have to refuel using
unleaded regular gasoline:

» Only fill the fuel tank to half full with
unleaded regular gasoline and refill as
soon as possible with unleaded pre-
mium grade gasoline.

» Do not drive at the maximum speed.
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» Avoid sudden acceleration and engine
speeds over 3,000 rpm.
